He remarked that ao far aa Mr. LaFave 
waa concerned, there would be no need 
of nny regulat ions in hia ease, and tbat 
th is could be said of many other leading 
dealers in tbe eity.

B e said t b s l tbeae rearulatleoa were 
not tbe work of tbaorlata, but were la 
accordance with tbe auggset loas of some 
of the beat dairymen in tbe cnuatry. 

In legard to tbe "single cow* Idea, he 
aald that the men owolng a s ingle cow 
should be excepted. B e did not make a 
bualaeas of It; therefore should be ex­
cepted.

Fie ld g ive utterance t o , a ad tbea e s t 
down. 

Com. Brown Inquired If the paper reed 
by Mr .LaFave was tba work ot one or 
two mi lkmen br of tbe mi lkmen aa an 
oiganigatiOB. 

Otia Oravea anawered that tbe mi lk­
men baa beid a meeting and bad deals-
bated M i . L a F a v e to g ive utterance to 
tbelr eomblned and individual senti­
ments , aa given above.

Kenry Barker said be thought tbe ma­
jority of the milk cealara tried to follow 
tbe Golden Bule in their deglloge with 
customers, aod'wera careful not ro un­
dermine their eojsst Hot Ions hy Impure 
mi lk .

The eauae for thia we are unable 
to atate, but tbe fact remaina that it ia 
nauaeating, and.if inhaled for any tls9*. 
cannot but be injurloue to health. 

"We respectfully recommend, and be­
lieve in doing thia that we voice tbe 
sent iment of tbe public gsoers l ly , that 
another room with cal lable conveniences 
ano aeoommodatioae be at once provided 
in which the reoordot's ooutl saa be 
aeld. 

"It Is certainly eo t expected on the 
part of tba publio tbat the recorder snd 
tbe ofiJcers who are compelled to occupy 
tbia ruon) shall endenger tbetr health by 
inhabit ing aad working la sack quar­
ters. 

" What we bare above stated we know 
ta bo true from our own unfortunate ex ­
perience aa jsrora, snd we do not mstra f 
tbess inggeetioBe fot tbe teeetder 9* any 
otber of the city officers.
