Cntebln , Michael Qriflln, I. Wood I>e-
Caet and H . J . B o a c b ; tbat tbey arrived 
tbere abortly a/tei B r.u.; tbat William 
Pot t t .n lght aleik of tbe Wood raff bouao, 
bad cbargs of tak iog t ickets at tbe door; 
tbat Teddy Aabfleld took tbe aemeo of 
tbs party w b o entered; t b s t tbe price of 
adanasioa waa $8, and tbat be took np a 
collection from among t b s spectators 
s m o a n t l n g to 110 s a d g a v s It to Gallo­
way.

cure Charity by Force 

Michael Kennedy Knocks Edward Riley 
Down and U booked for 

the Penitentiary. 

Miobae! Kennedy, formerly a soldier 
lu tbe Kngliab army and wi thout money 
relatives or Itieude, was arraigned in 
police court tbla morning on the ebarge 
of vagiaocy. B e pleaded g u i l t y and waa 
RcnWmed to serve a term of four months 
in the Onondaga penitentiary. 

Kennedv waa rejeaaed from t b s county 
J«>LX?atfl4ay Uiuxning, w a taker be wav 
atut ten data ago for vagrancy. He be­
came tutosicaled io tbe afternoon. lu 
tbe evculiiu at 8 o'clock, near tbe arhoul 
houae on Arsenal ati««r, be «croated 
Kdwani Ki'ey, an old man realdlng at 
No. 18 Smith atreet, and aaksd bim >t he 
would not allow bim to g o home end 
aleep witb h im. a* be waa without 
money or friends. B l l ey refuaed him, 
whereupon Kennedy grabbed b im, ai 
t h e aaoie l ime demanding bla money or 
nla life. Without farther ado, be threw 
tbe old man heavily on tbe eidewalfc. 

He aaarcbed B i l ey ' s pockets, but did 
not find s n y t b l n e of value, and finally 
allowed tbe old man to rise. B i l ey went 
to police headquarters snd reported the 
case. Pol icemen Luca* and Singleton 
w*re detai led to arrsst Kennedy. Tbty 
found bim at tbe B . , W.& O. paaaeniter 
depot and took bim to p o l k s beadquar-
teta. where Bl ley posit ively 
bim sa bie asss l i snt . T b s police decided 
to prefer tbe ebargo of v a g y n c y against 
Kennedy,and oo tbat cbsrgsHtie w s s ssnt 
to prison.
