I t 
looks almoat certain that the Cubans, 
who now lack for neither men, arms or 
ammunit ion, would be able to win 
their cause w i thout outside aid. They 
have a growing success and 'added 
hope, while Hpain has tbe d i scourage-
meats . I t does not seem possible from 
tbe present outlook that Spain can 
much longer hold the island. I t is re­
ported that tbe Bpanisb gevonrsaent 
was being forced by publ ic sent iment 
t o make tbe aid of United S t a t e s 
c i t i s ens to tbe Cuban insurgents a 
cause of war with this country. Bach 
a war would not be feared, but would 
be an unnecessary ooe, and tbe presi­
dent ' s proclamation of neutral ity takes 
away any possitil* exouse. Bpain bad 
better make up its mind to sell Cuba 
to the United States.

l 'olitical hiatory seems soon forgot 

ten. It i t a common expression that 
tue ni>'i>ey istue of th i s campaign it a 
new oi.n, but i t involves exactly the 
same ijuentiuni and the aame argu-
tneDU tnat were involved in the green­
back iaaue of ltto'M, and we have faith 
to believe that the result will be the 
aanitj. 1'here was tbe same panicky 
feeling then aa now, the same fear of 
a possible resu l t Tbe democratic 
Tiatform of that year came near to tbe 
prrae.nl 11st form of t b e C h i c a g o eoo -
voutinn on the subject of payment of 
national ob l igat iona 

On thin platform Mr. Horat io Bey-
mour, of New York, was compelled to 
ttar.d at the candidate of b i s party. 
He did nut l ike tha financial plank, 
but Lad to acquiesce, for he Jacked 
the moral courage to refuse to accept 
the L'jniinotion. That nomination wai 
the rc-ault of a , stampede after a score 
of ballets had been taken, in which 
Mr. Seymour's name hardly appeared. 
He was tbe chairman of the conven­
tion, sod endeavored, but unsuccess­
fully, to evade t'ie dangerous honor. 
Ths republican party then, as now, 
stood for honest deal ing with the pub­
lic creditor and won a great victory 
at the polls, e lect ing Gen. Qrant 
New York state went for Seymour on 
the greenback platform by 10,000 plu­
rality. New York is not l ikely to de­
sert ths republicans now. Twenty-e ight 
years huve done tboir work of financial 
education here as elsewhere. The 
omens banded down from ths past are 
therefore favorable to t h * 10000*1 of 
honest m o n e y in ltttft 

Aga in in 1878, wbaa t ime* were 
harder than they now are, and the 
future looked more dark, the same 
remedy was proposed. I t was fought 
out in t h * October state*, notably 
in Ohio . The nation, on the present 
standard of currency, the effort to 
make an unlimited issue of green­
backs h a v i n g failed, bad after that 
tbe moat properous era in it* history. 

Chairman Hanna state* the issue to 
be the elect ion of William McKinley 
a* pres ident of the United States . That 
1* r i g h t tot h i s election set t les all 
issues ia r ight government the great-
sat benefit to the greatest number. 
He i s not running on any theories 
of what m i g h t be good, but on the 
promise of car ty ing o u t policies that 
have been proved to be good, safe and 
h o n e s t 

From the numbers of oewspapert i o 
the south aad w e s t and even in h i s 
own state of Nebraska, which are op­
posing the election of Mr. Bryan, i t 
Is evident that tbe unanimity of sen­
t iment in those sect ions for free s i lver 
ban been greatly exaggerated. I t is 
even confidently ••sorted that Mr. 
Bryan cannot ge t the electoral rot* of 
h i s own state. 

As leading democrats anonnc* their 
intentions ia t h s coming elections, it 
is noticeable that of thoss in doubt 
tbe larger percentage ore against 
Bryan and tba Chicago platform. Sen-
tor Cafferey, of Louisiana, i s particu­
larly pronounced as a gold democrat 
who cannot support Bryan, aod Sen­
ator Pritffhurrl, nf North Cardinal a 
silver republican, finds too much revo­
lutionary stuff in the Chicago plat­
form to allow h im to leave the repub­
lican party. 

Two great debts were incu rred by 
tne war, says Maj. McKinley, and tbe 
faith of tbe nation i s pledged to nay 
each in honest money. One was the 
debt due to men who loaned money to 
the government to carry on the war, 
and the other due to soldiers in the 
pension promise. The government 
cannot in honor repudiate either by 
making payment in debased currency.
