While tba workmen were i lo-
l n c t h i s tbe rope attached to Ber l in ' s 
wrist hroks because of tbe s tra in . Tl e 
arm fell to tbe aide of tbe body, w h i c h 
i u n o : carried d o w n itreani, as it wa« 
wtdged so l ight ly in lha aug!a of tbe 
beams and tbe force of tbe current bald it 
Injplece.

Charles T o w i l e y , Will iam Hol lenbeck and 
Wil l iam Nev i l l s , ' crawl ing over tbe d s m 
bead and releasing the body, passed i l te 
ibe rescuers above. The body was tben 
towad to t b e shore. 

Coroner A . J . Dick bad vlaited tbe scene 
short ly after tb* accident and gave orders 
grant ing tbe l e m o v s l of the body when it 
was f o n n d .
