The general abseaee of rain haa 
been very favorable to threshing win­
ter wheat, whioh Is aearing oompl*-
tioa in nearly all districts. 

Spring wheat harvest is nearly fin­
ished over tbe sontbem portion of the 
spring wheat region, where some 
threshing has been don* and is well 
advaaood in the northern portion. 
Portions of the Dakota* aad Minn*. 
s o a received v«ry heavy rains daring 
the past weak. In South Dakota last 
spring wheat experienced vary trying 
tamperatnr* ooadltloaa aad a larger 
part of the crop is being oat for fod­
der than was anticipated. 

Th* week has beea favorable for 
ooaplelion of the oat harvest aad 
threshing, the report* ladloatiag good 
yields generally, eapeeially ia th* 
states of the Ohio valley.
