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CHARLES HENRY WILSON, 
who btt been on the stage tor fifty yean, « u born In Salem, 
Mm.. Dee- 22,1****. Bis father m a Eea-captain, and after hi* 
death the family removed to Boston. When quit* young 
Charles Henry played children's parts in the Federal street 
Theatre, the Tremont Theatre and the Warren Theatre; but he 
does not recollect in which one he first appeared. He remem­
bers that when he was abont nine years of age he played the 
child in "The Rent day" in the Tremont, Mrs. George Barrett 
being the Rachel and James £. Murdoch the Martin Hey wood. 
The next two yean he traveled through the New England 

opening as Black Molllns in "The Peep o' Day." He stayed 
then until the Spring of 1870. playing low-comedy, character 
business, old-men. etc., and making great successes as Joe Wy lis 
in "Foul Flay."Meller Moss in "Ticket of leave Man." Bob 
Saunders in ••Formosa." Gabriel Betfteredge In The Moon­
stone," and Uncle Ben in "Dearer than Lif e " He next joined 
the late D. R. Allen at the Globe Theatre, on the West side and 
remained until the close of the eeaeon. In the Pall of 1*71 be 
returned to Wood's Museum, opening aa Sir Oliver Burt ace. 
After the destruction of the theatre in the great fire which be­
gan Oct. 9, he went with the Museum company to the olobe 
Theatre. He Joined R. M. Hooley at the opening of his new 
theatre in Chicago in 1872. but in the Spring of 187* be was 
compelled to resign on account of ill-health. The profession­
als In Chicago gave him a complimentary benefit in the after­
noon of May W, 1873. which netted him nearly $1,000. there 
being no expenses. Laura Keene, Edwin Adams and other 
prominent artists appeared. In June be went to Houth 
Frankfort, Mich., where he owns a farm, for rest and 
recuperation. Having recovered his health, he Joined How­
ard 4 Carl's "Black Crook" Co., and played PuffengrunU 

States under the management of H. Harvey, giving recitations 
and dancing. As he was of very small stature, he proved aa at­
tractive card. It may be stated here that Mr. Wilson never at­
tained to the height of the average man, and to-day is not taller 
than the average twelve-year-old boy, which has unfit­
ted him for a great many dramatic roles. After leaving 
Mr. Harvey, aa his mother did not wish him to become 
an actor, he was sent to school until about 1836, when he re­
appeared at the National Theatre, Boston, for the benefit of 
the Misses Fanny Jones and C. Fox. playing Fusbos in "Bom-
bastes Furioso," all the other parts be<ng played by children, 
among whom were George L. Fox, Ja>ues Fox, and Caroline 
Fox (now Mrs, G. C. Howard). Wm. L. Pelby. the manager, 
then engaged him to play in "GuUiv<* -JI Lillipnt." together 
with Major Stevens, a well-known dwarf, and Mr. Porter, the 
Kentucky giant. He remained during the season, and ap­
peared in a pantomime and in dramas. -'Old" Spear, Wyxe-
man Marshall and Joe Kirby were in the company, and 
Thomas A. Cooper was one of the stars. Mr. W. waa next en­
gaged at the old Lion Theatre. Among the company 
were John B. Gough (now the well - known lecturer) and 
Dick Woodford. There he played in "Cinderella," as well 
as the role of Glenalvon in "Dowlas," Miss J. M. Daven­
port being the Young Norval. He next returned to the 
Tremont Theatre, where he appeared in "Nicholas Nickle-
by," John Gilbert playing* Squeers and Mrs. Gilbert Mrs. 
Squeers. La 1839 he came alone to this city, and secured an 
engagement at the Olympic Theatre (442 Broadway, afterwards 
Mitchell's Olympic), und- r the management of D. D. McKin-
ney. As his mother still opposed his being on the stage, he 
opened under the name of Master James, and gave a recitation of 
"A Sailor-boy's Dream.'' Ho continued there a part of the 
season and then went to the little Franklin Theatre, in Chat­
ham square, managed by Dr. Sherwood, husband of the late 
Mrs. Herring. He opened as Robin Redbreast in "Jack's the 
Lad," Tom Cline playing Jack. He continued there until the 
theatre v u closed by Uie Sheriff, and then went back to Bos­
ton and started on a tour with Mr. Denver*, dancing and play­
ing in farces. In 1843 he again visited New York City, and was 
engaged for a tour by Mr. Burgess. On reaching Rochester Mr. 
W left the troupe and joined the company at the theatre there 
under the management of Josh Silsbee and Oal Smith. He 
acted there until they closed, and re-engaged under the suc­
ceeding manager- H. P. Grattan--with whom he also played 
in Syracuse and Auburn. In the Winter of 1845 he was at the 
American Theatre, New Orleans, with Spalding's Circus Co., 
playing in equestrian dramas, N. B. Clarke being the stage-
manager. He returned East in the Spring, and in the Fall 
was engaged by Henry Meech of the Museum in Albany, where 
he opened in "The Yellow Dwarf. Shortly afterwards he left 
and went to his home in Boston, but waa speedily engaged to 
return to Albany by Haroourt k Houghton of the Odeon The­
atre. In the Spring of 1847 he was engaged by Carr 4 Warren 
of the Eagle Theatre. Buffalo, and during the Summer he re­
ceived an offer from J. B. Rice of Chicago. Carr 4 Warren 
kindly released him. and he joined Mr. Rice, who then managed 
theatre* in both Chicago and Milwaukee. He remained as 
prompter and acting occasionally until the Spring of 1852, 
when he joined "Yankee" Robinson's Traveling Co.. playing 
Cribbs in "The Drunkard" and Peter Spyke in "A Loan of a 
Lover." In the Winter of 1852 they located in Indianapolis. 
Mr. W. left in the Winter of 1863-4, and rejoined Mr. Rice in 
Chicago, staying there until the Spring of 1855, when he 
became agent for Maggie Mitchell. In 1855-6 he was the stage-
manager of Langrishe 4 Atwater's Co.. and in 1856 be played 
for a short season in the North Market Hall. Chicago, fitted up 
aa a theatre i»y C. R. Thorne 8r. He next rejoined Langrishe 
4 Atwater. w.th whom he remained until 1858 and then went 
to Milwaukee under the management of W. F. Johnson. In 1859 
he started a company of his o«n, which venture did not prove 
profitable, although be kept the company on the road until the 
Spring of 1860. Going back to Boston, he was engaged at the Aqua-
rial Gardens to lecture on "The Wonders of tne Deep." and when 
theatrical performances were introduced there be became the 
stage-manager. After the Civil War broke out this place 
ceased to be attractive, and in 1862 Mr. W. joined W. M. Flem­
ing at the Howard Athenreum. opening as Dolly Spanker in 
"London Assurance." Mr. F. was shortly after succeeded by 
Wyxeman Marshall, who opened his season with Mr. and Mrs. 
F. B. Conway in "The Peep o* Day.' Mr. WiUon playing Billy 
the Bowl. Later be played Sir Oliver Surface in "The School 
for Scandal.' Kate Beteman being the Lady Teazle. When 
she produced "Leah the Forsaken" for the first time. Mr. Wil­
son was cast for Jacob, but be refu»ed to play it. At length 
she coaxed him to act it, and be made the greatest hit ofhki 
professional career. Wm. Wheatley engaged him to play the 
role at Niblo's Garden, in this city, and at the Cbeetaat-
street Theatre. Philadelphia, which he did with great suc­
cess. When "The Duke's Motto" was produced at Xiblo's. 
there being no character in it suitable for Mr. W . be joined 
J. B. Buckland at the Theatre Royal. Montreal, opening as Mr. 
Coddle in "Married Life." and remaining until the dose of the 
season. He next went to Indianapolis, and in 1864 was en­
gaged at the Boston iMees.t Theatre. H. C. Jarrett manager. 
He opened as Puffy in "The Streets of New York." Frank 
Mayo playing Badger, and made a hit, as he subeeqaently did 
as the Dodger in "Olive.- Twist." He remained there two sea-

~ in 1M6 formed a copartnership with J. 8- Laagrteb*. 
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for sixteen weeks through the New England circuit and in 
Canada, In 1875 he was a member of Wood's New Museum 
Co.. Chicago. In 1876 he traveled with J. O. Kaler's "A Case 
for Divorce" Co., in which as Richard Perkins he made a great 
success. During the Winter of 1878 he traveled with J. K. 
Emmet as stage-manager. He returned to his home in Mich­
igan in 1879, and since then has acted occasionally with ama­
teurs, delivered lectures and given readings. He is still bale 
and hearty, and, as he informs us. is ready and anxoos to go 
again on the road with some combination. He married in 
Chicago. Oct. 7.1848. Mrs. 8. M. Hart, a non-professional, and 
the fruit of the union is seven children—four boys (two of 
whom are dead) and three girls. Mr. Wilson is five feet 
high, now weighs 160Tb, and. aa he says, "looks like 
a miniature Falstaff." Actors when unemployed professionally 
are fond of wearing a beard, and our portrait shows Mr. Wil­
son in that condition. By way of addendum we may say that 
Mr. W.'s performance of Dolly Spanker was peculiarly enter­
taining. The contrast of suture between his petite figure and 
that of the representative of Lady Gay Spanker gave it a zest, 
and his acting ww so excellent that there was no danger of 
that contrast becoming ridiculous. He has played the rule In 
Boston to the Lady Gay of Julia Bennett Barrow and th* Sir 
Hare- urt Courtly of John Gilbert, also elsewhere with E. L. 
Davenport and J. W. Wallack, as well as with other well-
known artists.

ALICE 0ATES 
Among the foremost exponents of opere-bonffe in America 

fer many years has stood the subject of our sketch. 8he is a 
native of Nashville, Tenn., and on every recurring Sept. 22 she 
celebrates the anniversary of her birth. This charming 
songstress and sprightly actress will probably acknowledge 
to being over thirty years of age. She waa educated in a 
Catholic seminary in Kentucky. She was put on the stage by 
James A. Gates in Cincinnati, about 1865-6. at which period 
they became man and wife. He was then leading-man at 
Wood's Theatre, that city, although he had bean graduated at 
first from a dramatic association in the South and next from 
the variety stage. He became a very clever actor of the legiti­
mate and very popular among hie brother professional*, but 
be died early, or on July 14. 1871. A modVet slab m Woodlawn 
Cemetery marks his last resting-place. Wbes be married her 
she was Alice Merritt. She is one of four sisters, at least one 
of whom has since died, and all of whom have been divorced. 
About 1858 their father set the example by getting a divorce 
from his first wife. who. now a venerable woman, is living in 
Louisville. Ky.. or was a few years age. Early in 1̂ *77, Alios 
was *ng<T>g ballade and playing small parts at the Olympic 
Theatre, Cincinnati On Sept. l i . 1867, abe and her husband 
opened at the New Nashville Theatre. Tenn.. in "A Tale of En­
chantment." and in lt*8 they were traveling with the Okies 
McManue "TTndine" Troupe. whi<-h started out from Chioagc-
in August. C D. Hess afterwards became manager ef this 
combtnatiott.
