When a young Iamb becomes weak
and debilitated, after nearly ready for
weaning, it may be strengthened by
giving it a feed twice a day with oat-
meal gruel and warmed milk.

Now is the time to prepare the garden.
Use plenty of well rotted manure, mid
work the soil to the finest possible con-
dition.

Ploughing to different dcptJiH in suc-
cessive years to prevent the formation
of hard pan is a correct practice It is
already followed by our best orchard
men and others engaged in field cul-
ture.

Use plenty of grass seed, in order to
make an allowance for that which will
be destroyed or eaten by birds and in-
sects. A light harrowing will always
prove beneficial upon newly seeded Rraes
lands.

Boil a potful of potatoes daily for tlio
growing chickens. Maah them and mix
with sour milk, put into troughs and let
the chicks oat when they want to. It
will mako them grow ami keep them
beajthy.

If the soil is not in a proper condition
for the reception of seod, failure to ger-
minate will be the result. Tho most ,
important matter is to render the seed
bed fine, and any extra preparation in
that respect will bo greatly to the ad-
vantage of the young j)l(intH lifter (hey
have started.

Tlie usual
ration of the street car horses, whom
work is tho hardest end moat tiresome
of any, is five pounJs of cut hay and
eight pounds of mixed corn nnd oats
ground given three times a day. Tbe
writer's practice has been to give the

same ration of hay with four pounds of
tho mixed ground feed during the win-
ter, nnd in tho summer the same twice
a day, with eight pounds of oats at noon. '
