Notwithstanding tho cIoseueBS of tho
final hour of this BOSH ion it is beliovcd by
many that Congress will pass a bill
changing imtgunitiou day from Hyper-
borean fourth of March to tho Madrigal
thirtieth of April.

To whom tho vision
of riding down tho Avenue, bare head-
ed, from tho Whito Homo to the Capi-
tol on a windy fourth of March is not
tin agree&blo episode in their political
air-castles. They will form a powerful
nucleus for tho passage of the bill and
whatever may bo their motive, the
country and humanity will be benefited
if the proposed bill becomes a law. Its
pnHsage must bo in the nature of an
amendment to the constitution, and
therefore must be ratified by tho legis-
lative assemblies of two-thirds of the
states. Ileuce tho importance of pas-
sing it the present session, in order that
it may have time to receive ratification
and take effect with the inauguration of
the President on the thirtieth of April
1889. The passage of such a bill would
be of great benefit to the country,
that it would protract the short session
of Congress, which now adjourns on
the fourth of March.

The country has grown so great, and
its interests have become so complex,
that the limited legislative term is now
to brief. Of course it will be urged by
some smart and original people that
congress does more harm than good and
that the sooner it adjourns the better;
but this talk is always shallow and in-
sincere and those best acquainted with
legislative history of the country know
that subjects of great national "pith
and moment" have suffered most from
neglect or hasty legislation.

In national polity the legislative func-
tion is not less important than the
judicial and executive, and if its per-
aonel shows more ignoramusea ami
demagogues than the other branches of
the government it is because it ia far
more numerous.
