One of the tew great corporations of

the country which have waxed fat and
escaped the usually attendant u npleas-
ant notoriety is the Western Uption
Telegraph Company, the largest tele-
graph corporation in the world. Borne
interesting facts in telegraphic history
and the growth of the telegraph busi-
ness in connection with this huge cor-
poration are contained in a recent pub-
lication of the investigations of the
subject made by Mr. A. R. Brewer, the
secretary of the company. It appears
that the original charter was graoted
to the company by the State of New
York on April 4, 1856—a half century
ago—although its predecessor was or-
ganized about 1850, only a few years
after the invent ion of the telegraph,
for the extension of lines west of Roch-
ester, N. Y. In 1851 over fifty differ-
ent telegraph companies were in opera-
tion, instead of the two great compan-
ies which now practically divide the
business between them. The nucleus
of the present Western Uuion system
was a line of one wire from Buffalo
which terminated somewhere short of
bouisviile, Ky., foi; lack of sufficient
lunds to carry it farther. The first
two instruments installed had to be
bought on credit. Since that day of
small beginnings, by lease or by pur-
chase, or exchange of stock, the com-
paoy has absorbed one after another of
its competitors aod extended its lines.
Fifteen years from the date of the or-
ganization of the com paoy it control led
over 75,000 miles of wire. In 1900 it
controlled more than 200,000 miles of
ooles, nearly 1,200,000 miles of wire,
and had a net profit of $7,188,064 to
3ivide among its 10,000 stockholders.
Its employes number about 30,000.

At the national capital all of the
more important legislative measures
have been disposed of except the rate
bill.

There are many siejos that the do-
mestic peace of Russia is not yet as-
sured. One of the most significant is
the presence in New York at the pres-
ent time of Nicholas Tehayfcovsky, an
associate of Prince Kropotkin in
the first beginnings of the Russian
revolution and tor ten years an exile to
London. Tebaykovsky, who says be is
here to buy anus for the uprising which
he confidently expects as soon as Spr i uj»
opens in Russia, eorues in advance
of forty Russian "intellectuals," main-
ly deserting officers who has fled the
country. He brings underground news
of the revolution from the standpoint
of the Social Revolutionists, who be-
lieve in a resort to the sword rather
than to the ballot. They are said to
have been back of the uprisings of last
Fall, notably the one at Moscow which
was put down with so much slaughter.
The immediate cause of the new up-
rising is expected to be the aliottinent
of laud. According to Tchaykovsky,
the peasante declare that unless there
is a new ailottme.jt in the 8pring, they
will plow over the public lands and the
estates of the nobles, which means, by
peasant custom, that they have taken
possession of the land in their own right
The elections to the Duma, which are
also expected to furnish trouble, have
been boycotted by both the Boeiai
Democrats and the Social Revolution-
ists. There are rumors, also, that tbe
sailors at Sevastopol have mutinied
in consequence of the execution of
Lieutenant Schmidt, the leader of tbe
revolt in the Black Sea fleet, and a fur-
ther report says that a terrible mutiny
has started in Moscow in which three
regiments are involved.

France, despite the gaiety which
has made her the pleasure resort of the
world, is ever unhappy France. The
dorrtesticaituation has grown so serious
that even such men as M. Ribot go go
far as to prophecy civil war in the near
future. It is said that France to-day
is experieueiug an outburst of religious
fanatical feeling, caused by the move-
ment for secularizing the State, which
is strongly reminiscent of the days pro-
ceeding the Commune. In some of the
country districts the pheasants are
"out" like any border tf%esmen, wom-
en and even children armed with farm
implements and some with guns.
