Kutttled to a prominent
place aiuont, them by hisjearnmg, phil-
osophic acumen and sanctified common
souse Is Dr. Francis L. PaUou, fonne.r-
ly president of Princeton university
and How president of Princeton Tbeo-
loglciil seminary. Many of his weighty
utterances have Impressed me, but none
more than one he made on the. value
and usefulness of the Episcopalian!
church.

His words In substance were: "I be-
lieve the Episcopalian church is one of
the most effective churches iu exist-
ence today. I believe io Its ritual; I be-
lieve in Its teachings. If I were not a
Presbyterian. I would certainly be an
Episcopalian. But, though I love and
honor the Episcopalian church, I also
believe that the most absurd of inou-
Btrosltles is a Presbyterian in bis form
of worship trying to ape nn Episcopa-
lian. While we are Presbyterians let
us remain Presbyterians. When; we
want to become Episcopalians In' our
form of worship, iu responsive read-
ings and In all that the Episcopalian
service implies, let us become Episco-
palians. But do n^t let us try to change
the Presbyterian pulpit into a' chancel
or the graud old simple service of the
Presbyterian church into a concert by
a aurpliced choir and into the liturgy
of the Episcopalian church."

It says to the young men of the "so-
cial a by 88," who, under the power of
stimulants, are trying to work in the
store by day and to dance~aTtnosT~ev-
ery night until 1 or 2 o'clock In the
morning, "Young man, you bad better
•top and consider to what purpose you
are devoting the best energies of your
life." It warns the social devotee of
the spiritual danger of bis course, as a
noted New York capitalist warned him
of the nnancial danger, when some
time ago he said: "The young men
•who will not succeed in business are
those who night after night may be
found"In the ballrooms and the dance
halls and fit the city clubhouses drink-
ing a little, phiying cards a little and
eating expensive dinners. They are
sometimes called the drones of wo-.
dety. This Is a misnomer. Like some
•moll Insects that sport for a day In
the summer sunshine, they are minute
destructives. Their lives In the econo-
my of social life make one of the pet-
ty agencies of degeneration."

Was not the capitalist right? Are
not the ballroom and the dance hall
and the dnbhonse a contlnual'menace
to success In business? Can a young
man go to a progressive euchre party
and play cards until 11 o'clock arid sit
down to a midnight banquet and then
be In the right physical and mental
trim to sell goods In the store the next
morning? Is not the social shrine also
a very poor foundation upon which to
build the altar of Jesus Christ? Is not
most of Jta influence spiritually deplet-
ing? Some time ago 1 read a wonder-
ful book entitled "The Call of the
Wild." The central figure of that story
was a magnificent dog, a cross between
a S t Bernard and a Great Dane. lie
was stolen from his California borne
and sent far north into the Klondike
regions, where be wna compelled to
drag the miners' sleds over the Alaskan
snows. Jack London, the writer, with
a master hand traces him from a great,
bl^. loving house dog down and down
until he is a dog thief among dog
thieves. He traces his degeneracy down
and down until at last the baying* of

pense be made thee. But when thou
mnkest a feast call the poor, the
m:\lmed, the lame, the blind, and thou
shult be blessed, for thejj- cannot rec-
ompense thee, but thou shalt be recom-
pensed-at the resurrection of the juet."
Is not society's call often "the call of
the wild"*because it Is a call to selflsh-
neas, the cull of only doing good to
them who do good to you? Is It not
often the call merely of wealth to asso-
ciate with wealth and social caste with
social catflf? Ob, ye worshipers at the
social shrines, better heed today the
Lenten call! Better snuff out tiie many
lights of the ballrooms and the ban-
quet halls! Know ye not that during
the ''spring fast1', the lowly_Nazarene Is
knocking at the door of your hearts
trying to get In?

'Tie true we cannot reach Christ's for-
tieth day,

Yet to go part of that religious way
Is better than no deed.

Neither ought other men's abuse of Lent
Spoil the good use, lest by that argument

The Episcopalian. LentV in toe next
place, is n protest against business ah-
Borptlon. It says to the merchant, the
manufacturer and the professional
man: "You have a right to work. In-
deed, you must work and work hard Jf
you nre to support, your family and
meet,, the financial necessities which
ore yours. But, O man, you have no
right to make the acquisition of money
the chief object of your life anymore
than you have a right to live to eat.
•By the sweat of thy face shult" thou
eat bread.' But that sweat should not
make thee indifferent to God or to the
higher purposes of life, for which thou
wert created."

But the great danger of money mnk
in^i s that the acquisition of wealth
may become a passion. The calls of
the money market become so great and
urgent tjiat an average business man
does not feel that he has time to stop
and think about his relations to God.
Amid the whirl of business activities he
feels a great deal as. did Oliver Wen-
dell Holmes during his trip through
England, ^ e said he went so fast he
had time "to talk with lots of people,
but he had time to have a true conver-
sation with none." By that the poet
Holmes meant that he had time to drop
here a word and there a word, but he
went through Europe so quickly he
had no time to exchange heart to heart
thoughts with great thinkers, as he did
with Max Muller when he lay In his
house sick for nearly a week. But.
though the business world would de-
mand all of a man's energies, the f
Lenten season comes into" a busy mer-
chant's life and says, "<3 man, you,
should never be too busy fo take time
to think of your responsibilities to
jGtod!'' So the EDlacopallan Lent

In old Trinity
church In the busiest part of the day
during the Lenten season we hear the
Christian preacher's voice calling, as do
the Mohammedan priests from the
ra i narets of the eastern mosques: "O
business men, come to prayers! Come
to prayers! O ye business men, come
to prayers, come to prayers, come to
prayers!"

A Plea For Higher Life.
The Lenten season pleads with busi-

ness men for the higher life, as I once
heard Robert Speer plead with a great
audience of men for the higher life.
"Men," said he, "I have always been
ambitious. By that I mean I have al-
ways wanted to make the most out of
my life. If 1 had thought I could
hare made more out of my life by en-
tering the United States army I cer-
tainly would have done BO. Had 1
thought I would have made more out
of my life by entering business I
should have consecrated my energies
to money making. But I did think I
could make most out of my life by be-
ing an evangelist of God.. Therefore,
men, 1 beg and plead with you, no mat-
ter who you are, to live for the higher
life. If you are a merchant, be n
Christian merchant; if o lawyer, be a
Christian lawyer; If a manufacturer,
be a Chrlsttau manufacturer." Thus
the Lenten season says: "Live for the
higher life. Make your counter, O
man, n Christian, counter. Make your
mechanic's bench a Christian .bench.
'Make your office a Christian office. Be
like Pairff a ̂ 9hriatian tentmaker. Al
the same time he was a Christian
preacher." O, business men, wher-
ever you may be and whatever you
may be doinp, "sanctify ye a fast; call
a solemn assemblage!" Come to pray-
ers! Come to the Lenten prayers!

A Spiritual If

The Eplscopollnn Lent, in the next
place, is. a lime for spiritual house
cleaning. As tho "spring fnst" imme-
diately succeeds the time when the
business man takes an accouut of
stock, we flnd the spring fast comes
Just before the days when the house-
wives are .turning the houses upside
down in their semiannual attacks upon
tbe dust and the moths. It is the time
which we husbands dread, biit IHs the
housecloanihg time, which every*'pru-
dent wife declares is esseirtial for the
physical health of Jier family. It is ab-
solutely necessary "to keep physical dirt
out of a house, yet in spite of »di pre-
cautions it will keep creeping la every-
where. Although tbe workmen In the
Philadelphia mint are SB careful as
they can be, the dirt and the flue parti-
cles of gold will sift through the floor
crock*. So great are these si ft ings that
every year the floor la taken up and
tbe dirt is separated from the gold, and
thousands of dollars' worth of gold nre
thus collected for the United States
treasury. Iu spite of all our precau-
tions tbe minute, innumerable stains of
sin will creep into the heart. There-
fore each year It is very desirable to
obey the call to the Lenten spring fast.

Once a yrar Is certainly not too often
to take a spiritual accounting and to
conduct a serious self examination. The
call to a fast should,reach the ear of
every Christian. What does that menn?.|
Shall our wives and mothers and sis-
tew go to the procer and the butcher
and the baker and say, "We do not
want any more meat or vegetables or
bread for tbe next forty days?" Does

'ft mean that all the members of a home
shall go without pfiysieal nutrition. a->
Dr. Tanner Cisted for forty days jind
Leonard TIUTSS fasUnl for fifty dny-s
and How C. II. Dalrymple fa-sted for
thlrty-nlno days and Miltou Itiitlwuru
fasted for thirty-six days and Estella
F. Kuenzcl fasted for forty-one days?
Oh, no. The hn"blt cf f:i9tltig7 inspired
by boastful folly and the desire or" see-
Ing how long we can live without tast-
ing food, is just ns sinful as the oppo-
site extreme of gluttony, to see how
much one can eat without utterly de-
stroying the smofJth workings of the di-
gestive organs.

Spiritual houseclenning dws not
mean the complete abstinence from
physical food. It does mean emphatic-
ally the reconsecratlon and the redudl-
cation of the domestic fireside to Jesus
Christ through self abnegation. It
means that we shall have prayers at
the cradle. It means thnt we shall
have prayers in the bedroom and pray-
ers in the parlor and prayers in the sit-
ting room and prayers Iu the kitchen
and have lh<> dining room spread with
a gospel banquet of the "bread of life."
If next week you were to entertain the
king of Englnnd or the emperor of Ger-
many, you would turn your home up-
side down to make It attractive for tlic
advent of his majesty. Shall we not in
the snuic way, by spiritual houseclcun-
Ing, prepare for the entertainment of
our Heaven 13* King by canting out of
doors all siuful thoughts and desires
which find lodgment in otir hearts? •"• •••

Preparationn For CkriM. *
The Lenten season in the uoino means

simply the spiritual .preparation for
Christ to visit the home. Whoq Mar-
tin Farquhar Tupper, the famous Eng-
lish poet, carae to visit us in BrooUlyu
we g«*e to him the very best room In
the house. We gathered together the
most famous literary men of the city
to meet him. At. that party Horace
Greeley came, and William Cullen
Bryant came aud read his "Thanatop-
sis," and George-William Curtis came,
and I think John G. Whittler came. I
well remember' my mother giving to
me Tupper"s popular book, "Proverbial
Philosophy,'1 and saying: "Read that
book. You should know who Martin
Farquhar Tupper Is, before he comes,
and then you can honor him as he
should be honored." ,In like manner
pie Lenten season in the home is an
appropriate time for the spiritual prep-
aration for Christ's coming to the
home.

We should prepare
to greet Christ not as a stranger, but
as a long loved and a-nxiousiy awaited

He saw how he must
carry tbe burden of man's sins and die
for man und be resurrected before be
could return-to his Father's throne. - •

spiritual awakening. May it be a time
when you will not only realize that
God has a glorious earthly work ~for
you to do, but.a time when you can
realize that after work Is done you
shall live on and on and with Christ
and never die.

A report of uncertain origin which
obtained currency a few days ago at-
tributed to tbe United States the In-
tention of purcbnslng and to France
tbe lntcntiou of selling tbe small group
of Islands off the coast of Newfound-
land known as St. Pierre and Mlquelon.
Our Paris correspondent was able to
aend us the assurance that the report
was absolutely devoid of foundation.

The islands bave a certain material
value for France. But from the purely
commercial point of view their value to
our neighbors cannot be very great
Their total area Is only ninety-three
aquare miles* and according to tbe last
census the population was only 0,352lof
whom only 4,^00 are -permanent resi-
dents, the balance being made up of a
floating population of officials, gen-
darmes and flsbermen. Practically no
vegetation exists on tbe barren, rocky
surface.of the Islands.

This little grqup of rocky islands, get
in tbe northern sea, is the sole remain-
ing relic of the once great empire which
France possessed on the North Ameri-
can continent.—London Post.

Silver and Wound*.
Dr. Reboul has made use with excel-

lent results of a sheet of sliver leaf in
dressing wounds and ulceratlons. The
silver sticks closely to the Burface of
rhe woundod or diseased tissue and a
iruall quantity of cotton soaked In col-
lodion is sufficient to keep it in place.
When the wound ia fresh it heals
quickly without inflammation or sup-
puration. A perfect cicatrization of
ulcerated cancer of fbe skin bat been
attained by this means.

The antiseptic properties of silver
are not popularly known. Some years
ago Dr. Rollln of Lyons, in cultivating
microbes in a bouillon \ u i c b be had
placed In a silver cup, found that the
microbes perished and at tbe end of a
few hours completely disappeared, and,
the fact was all the more remarkable
as the same microbes multiplied when
placed in another vessel. Pursuing hi*
Investigations, Dr. Rollln analyzed the
bouillon which was contained in the
•liver vessel and found therein a very
small trace of silver, which infinitely
small quantity bad rendered the bouil-
lon antiseptic.
