MARTINSBURG.

Advocate* of Local Option Bill Appear
Confident of Paaeage.

ALBANY, Jan. 26.—Alhough up to
date there has been no local option bill
introduced aud no sign or announcement
of one, brewers and liquor interests of
this region, and, so far as can be learned
of the rest of the state, are displacing
considerable anxiety over the prospect of
"unfavorable legislation" this year.
They seem to have the notion that whether
or not Governor Hughes advocates a
local option bill or otper legislation, he
will lend his influence to such measures,
and the vision tbey have conceived of
what Will nappen in that case is disturb-
ing their rest at night.

The men who previous years have ad-.
vocated the passage of a local option bill
in various forms seem confident that this
year chey will obtain at least some pan
of the legislation they desire. They have
one factor in their favor, at least, As-
semblymau Gray, of 8t. Lawrence county
who introduced the local option measure
last year, this time is chairman of the
Committee of Excise, which naturally
would assure the bills beiDg reported
from committee and voted on by the low-
er house. But it would take more than
this to account for the seemiug confidence
of the anti-saloon people, aud the report
Jhas been abroad here for several days
that they have obtained f*om Governor
Hughes some statement of his position
on this question. This story was so
strong atone time that many legislators
expected to see the Governor make some
reference to the proposition in his an-
ual message.

Local option bills in previous years
have provided for a vote on the
license question according to counties,
or "residence districts'' of sizes and
descriptions vayring with the vintage of
the bills. It seems to be the general
idea that this year efforts will be con-
centrated on passing a local option bill
applying to cities as a whole. The agu-
ment is made that this would be a practic-
al demonstration of the home rule prin-
cipal, and some of the anti saloon ro£h
seem to believe that on that ground it
would meet Governor Hughes' approval
even if it did have his open support.
There is little question that if this phase
of the excise laws is brought up with
any great strength, so it will force thje
Legislature to give it more than the pro
forma consideration which the annual
local option bill-has received in other
years, the questian of Svnday opening
will be advonced also.

Sale to Begin on Centenary of the
President's Birth.

WASHINGTON, Jan 25.—An issue of
100,000,000 two cent Lincoln stamps
was ordered by the Postmaster General.
The stamps will be placed on sale through-
out the country on February 12th, the
100th anniversary of Lincoln's birth.
Postmaster General Meyer took this ac
tion in response to the vigorous: edito-
rials that have appeared in the Tribune
and to the insistent demands from many
parts of the country that the Lincoln
centennial year be commemorated by re-
turning his portrait to the* postage
stamps.

Long before the Dawson resolution
was passed by the House of Representa-
tives the artists of the department were
at work, and the result will be there-
production of the striking features of
Lincoln found on the Saint Gaudens
statue in Lincoln Park, Chicago. There
ia a fine plaster cast copy of the Saint
Gaudeos statue in the Corcoran Gallery
in Washington, and to save time the
artists copied the profile of this copy.
Mrs. Saint Gaudens, the sculptor's
widow, readily gave her consent to the
government's use of her husband's work.

the new stamp will be of the size and
shape of the regular 3-cent postage
stamp, and will be red. like the Wash-
ington 2 cent stamj) now in use. A
spray of laurel leaves will appear on
either side of the ellipse surrounding
Lincoln's head, and above will appear
the words, "U. S. Postage." Below,
the ellipse is broken by a ribbon con-
taining the dates of Lincoln's birth and
its 100th anniversary, u1809, February
12-1009," with the denomination "two
cents" in words beneath.

It was explained at the Poetofflce De-
partment that lack of time would pre-
vent the issuance of more than o.ne de-
nomination of Lincoln stamps, and as
the Scent stamp is the one generally
used for domestic postage, it was thought
tbftt it was the.rnost appropriate.
