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EDITORIAL COMMENT.
—Now that the Cabana have full swing

and are running their own government
the features, of the celebration ia taking
possession of the Dew government, at
Santiago, were cock and bull fights.

—The National Prohibition leaders
protest against wine being served at Lin-
coln banquets at the one hundredth anni
versary of Lincoln's birth Febi nary 12th.
It is claimed that he never indulged in
liquor, therefore it is not right to drink
wine at the banquets.

—The House of Representatives has
adopted a resolution ordering expunged
from the congressional record the abusive
speech of Congressman Willett, demo-
crat, of New York, against President
Roosevelt. The speech was filled with
personal abuse,j innuendo and black
guardism generally.

—A. strawberry grower from Crystal
Springs, Mississippi, has shipped 15,000
strawberries to rich people in Chicago
and New York for which he receives two
cents a berry. If that grower can keep
the price at the same figure for a month
and has plenty of fruit he will have«a
better thing than cotton.

—We can tell more about the pro-
posed system of direct nominations when
the bill is finally perfected. Very few
persons are interested in the question
hereabouts. Any one can now vote at
the primaries and vote as he choose?.
And if any instructions are wanted the
delegates can be instructed.

—The Oregon legislature has passed a
bill prohibiting the ladies from wearing
hat. pins more than ten inches in length.
This legislation may be Ln consequence
of some murders committed by ladies
with hat pins 12 or 15 inches long. The
Sun thinks the legislature will soon fix
the legal length of cigars and noses.

—When in Albany lately Senator-elect
Elihu Root was asked if he bad anything
to say regarding direct primary nomina-
tions. ''That's not my business,11 he re-
plied. ' 'I will have enough to do to look
after federal legislation^" Mr. Root con-
ferred with political and legislative lead-
era to get their opinions .on a variety of
Subjects. • -— •

—Governor Magoon, who has had
charge of the Cuban government until
the installation of General Gomez as
president, recommended that the battle
ship Maine be raised, as it is a menace to
navigation in the harbor of Havana.
President Roo3evelt has sent a message
to Congress asking for an appropriation
to remove the wreck. This should have
been done long ago.

—Carrie Nation, the saloon smasher,
is having a hard row to hoe in England,
yet she rather enjoys it. She has been
pelted with ancient eggs and driven off
the platform when she attempted to
speak. She receives a great many com-
munications, which she calls * 'letters
from hell." Carrie started in to pnll to-

- bacco pipes and cigars from men's mouths
in London but has quit that kind of busi-
ness.

—The quarterly report of the United
States Steel Corporation, for the fourth
quarter 1908 shows net earnings of $26,-
225,485 as compared with $82,553,995
in 1907. The total surplus of the cor
poration is now $133,143,178. The usual
dividend of If per cent, on the preferred
payable March 1st, and T of 1 per cent
on the common, payable March 30th was
declared at the late meeting. While the
last report shows considerable falling off
from the previous report, the total sur-
plus for the twelve months is over $10,
O00,00Q.

—The St. Louis Globe Democrat, the
leading republican paper in Missouri,
says the various results of senatorial elec
tions by primaries fail to show that the
senatorial elections are any closer to the
people than they have been. In fact
the/ actual odtcome is further removed
from popular sentiment than it was be
fore. The situation bias been extensively
confused, not brought closer to a genuine
majority of the voters of any state. And
if this is not the object of senatorial
primaries of what value are they, or what
rational reason can be given in urging
them?

—Senator-elect Elihu Root does- not
seem to be impressed with the direct
election programme, especially that part
relating to the election of United States
Senators. In his excellent speech before
the New York State legislature he said:
"I am opposed to direct election of sena
tors as I am oppoeted to the initiative and

-referendum, because these things' are
based on the idea that the people cannot
elect legislatures whom they trust. They
proceed upon the idea of abandoning the
attempt to elect trustworthy and com-
petent state legislatures. But if yon
abandon that attempt; if you begin to
legislate or to amend constitutions Upon
that theory, what becomes of all the
other vast powers of the state legislatures
in maintaining the system of local self-
government under the constitution?'

—John Binus, the wtrelesa operator of
the wrecked steamer Republic has sud-
denly become famous. His pay wig f 13
per week only. The French government
has awarded him a medal. Binus is an
Englishman.

—What a contrast! The other night
a banquet composed of a lot of "pluto-
crats'* held a banquet at the Hotel
Knickerbocker, New York, the cost being
about $50 a plate, with expensive souv-
enirs. The gold service was used. A
short distance away several hundred per-
sons stood in the *» Bread Line " to get
some bread to keep them from starvation.
So goes the world.

—James 8. Wbipple, state forest, fish
and game commissioner, expfccts within
a few days that a bill will be presented
to regulate tree cutting on private lands.
The bill will prohibit the cutting of trees
below a certain diameter. This would
affect pulp companies, which cot small
as welllks large trees; Mr. WnTppTesay8~
a committee of three including John 6 .
Agar, of New York is preparing a draft
of a bill which will establish a fire pat-
rol system in. the Adirondack forests.

—Lieutenant Governor Horace Whit
gays the railroads will control the ship
that bring the grain through the great
lakes to the barge canal, that they will
own the elevators, and barges and ter-
minals. Bat Mr. White's home, Syra-
cuse, voted heavily in favor of the canal
and so did the big cities, and the project
was carried. When the canal is com-
pleted at a cost of one hundred millions
of dollars, or more it will not be what is
wanted and it will probably be twenty
fire years before it is completed.

—Assemblyman William M. Bennett
has sent to the 13,000 voters in tbe fif-
teenth Assembly District, New York
county, where Governor Hughes votes,
postal cards asking them to say whether
they oppose or favor direct nomination.
This is a good thing to do, although
rather.expensive. We have asked sev-
eral Republicans from different towns
in this countvjheir opinion, and we have
not found one who seems to take any in-
terest in the matter or who cares par-
ticularly. They think the primaries are
all right as they are now.

—Sew York:#an: "While no friends
of the senatorial primary in Wisconsin or
anywhere else, we can't but admire the
impudence of LaFollette's friends in
making moutbs'at Isaac Stephenson for
his use of money at the primaries. Old
Uncle Isaac 'put up* freely for LaFollette.
It was good and honorable for him to
spend money for that flower of the vir-
tues; and, if we remember right, charges
of corruption and fraud were made when
LaFollette was nominated Senator.
Stephenson cannot spend too much %to
elect LaFollette. When he spends money
to elect Stephenson, what a wicked and
intolerable man he becomes! This Wis-
consin row lights np not only tbe sena-
torial primary but the sweet consistency
and heaven kissing rectitude of the La-
Follettians, who swear by that great
means of bamboozling the people."

—Cardinal Gibbons, of Baltimore, has
denounced the proposition of "the Demo-
crats in Maryland to amend the State
Constitution of Maryland in a manner to
disfranchise the negro. In an article
published in the Baltimore American he
says he cannot favor any proposal to
violate the spirit (if not the letter) of the
Constitution of the United 8tates. His
view is that the laws should be enforced
impartially against all unfit, venal voters,
vote-brokers and vote-buyers, without re-
gard lo color of their' skins. "The
negroes of Maryland," he says, "are
vastly superior to Iheir brothers in the
extreme Southland in the matter of in-
telligence and education, and while they
perhaps, .fall short of all the requisites of
good citizensship, they , possess many
good traits, which time can but Improve
under proper treatment." The Cardinal
is not a politician, but he'will not tamely
submit to a wrong if he can help it. In
addition to his other virtues he possesses
unusual common sense.

—The Governor don't seem to like
what he calls political "bosses."' Let us
look back a few years- "Boss" Tom
Platt brought out Theodore Roosevelt for
Governor and he was elected by a few
thousand majority. "Boss" Roosevelt
insisted on the nomination of Charles E.
Hughes for Governor in 1906, and again
in 1908. "Boss" Roosevelt and "Boas'
Taft insisted that Elihu Root should beV
elected United States Senator, and
obeyed. "Boss" Roosevelt insisted on
the nomination of William Howard Taft
for the Presidency. Now we must have
' 'leaders" or • 'bosses," whatever you may
call then}, in all conventions, some one
to direct. There is - a great deal of
"sham reform" in politics, and especially
am ng those persons who are always
howling for innovations in management
new commissions, with their burdensome
expenses, and lots of new schemes for
spending the money of the state. Now
the Governor is an able and honest man
but he is considerable of a "boss" him-
self, and a pretty* good boss, take him all
in all. We never knew a really good
"boss" who did not have the people with
him, that is a majority of his party. You
cannot ram down the throats of the people
what they don't want, for they can speak
at their primaries and if things don't go
right than, they have a chance at the
polls, s and they vote as they please.
Under our present system of voting we
have had in late years, such leaders aa
McKinley, Roosevelt, Taft and such
Governors as Odell, Black, Higgins and
Hughes. As Senator Raines says: "If
direct nominations will give us any im-
provement, let us have direct
ions.
