Catholic Arch blah op Causes Move-
ment to Establish One to Halt.

Mexico City, Feb. 13—The Roman
Catholic Archbishop of Mexico has
struck a blow against the movement
recently inaugurated here to start a
branch of the Young Woman's Christ-
ian Association in Mexico city. In a
letter to well known Roman Catholic
society women the Archbishop insists
that they withdraw their names from
support of this organization, asserting
that it Is not Catholic and is unworthy
of the name Christian. Lady Cow-
dra/, wife of Lord Cowdray, the head
of the Pearson oil Interests in Mexico,
is behind the movement to start a
branch of the organization here. It Is
now believed that it will be impossible
to proceed any further.

The first meeting of the association
was held last month, and many Mex-
ican women in the highest society sub-
scribed liberally and accepted places
on the committees. Last week all of
these women resigned. There was no
explanation of their action and It re
malned a mystery until the letter from
the Archbishop was published yester-
day.
