Supreme Court Justice Henry E.
Coman, of the sixth'-judicial district,
died last week, Wednesday. His home
was in Oneida, Madison county and
he was but about 53 years old at the
time of his death.

Corporation.

The cash in the
vaults consists of $4,000,000, belong
ing to the Equitable Trust Company
and $6,000,0,00 belonging to the Mer-
cantile Trust Company. This con-
jectural list of the securities burned
or unburned was made tip by an Equi-
table official: Gould estate, $100,000,-
000; Equitable Trust "Company, $50,-
000,000; Harrimarir estate, $125,000,-
000, in the Mercantile Trust Com-
pany's vaults; Thomas F. Ryan, $100,
000,000; AugUBt Belmont, $150,000,-
000, In the Belmont vaults; Kuhn,
Loeb & Co., $106,000,000; Kountze
Bros., $10,000,000; Mercantile Trust
Company, $70,000,000. It is interest-
ing to know about how many secuil
ties the Gould estate, Thomas Ryan,
E. H. Harriman estate, August Bel-
mont and other multimillionaires had
on hand.

"It seems to me," said a prominent
merchant of New York recently, "that
we are having too many laws thrust
upon us by State and Nation, and en-
tirely too many 'commissions.' They
are becoming BO cumbersome and so
unwieldy as to get in each other's
way. Here, for instance, is the new
Commerce Court" reversing the deci-
sion of the interstate Commerce Com-
mission oh the 'long and short haul'
charges of the express companies, the
Board of General Appraisers of the
customs service upsetting the decision
of Collectors of the Port, and the ap-
praisers. And BO it goes, up and down
the line. Where there is much law
there is also much violation. It's no
wonder a Congressman has 'seen the
light' and has introduced a bill to re-
peal the law by which these conflict-
ing commissions came into existence.
We want fewer laws and those few
so specific that 'he who runB may
read,' and understand, and not live in
fear of running up against a law,
either National-or State^4)f-~which~he-
had known nothing. There Is so much
red tape about these laws that one
is reminded of Charles Dickens' cir-
cumlocution office, which took so long
for a paper to make the rounds of
the various desks that its writer was
aĝ ed and gray before it was returned
to h:m."

Early figures of gold production In

the United States in 1911 may indi-
cate that there is to be a recession
from the continuous increase that has
been the rule during the last decade
and a half.

For the past year at least, the in-
dications are that the total for the
United States proper and Alaska is a
little less than that for 1910.

Increases in production are indi-
cated by early figures published by
the director of the mint as follows:
Idaho, $133,361; Nevada, $94,878;
New Mexico, $162,697; South Dakota,
$2,050,167; and Utah, $397,047.

Decreases are estimated af $268,824
in Alaska, $458,410 in Arizona. $130,-
413 in California, $1,372,640 in Colo-
rado, $550,560 In Montana, $82,165 In
Oregon, and $301,463 In Washington.

Preliminary figures of the director
of the mint indicates a total domestic
gold output of $96,233,528 in 1911,
aganiBt $96,269,100 in 1910.

AB it ia conceded that the constant-
ly increasing supply of gold is an 1 im-
portant factor in the increase oC
prices, decreased production for a
time might be a good thing. Higher
prices mean that money is cheaper,
that it takeB less of any commodity
to obtain a given sum in exchange.
And cheaper money is directly due
to the increase in the supply of the
metal that is the basis of money.

The market value of gold Is govern-
ed, like the value of everything else,
by the law of supply and demand. If
gold should be discovered in as large
quantities as copper, for instance, its
market value would fall precipitately.

So it will be just as well, if not
better, if the annual additions to the
supply are tor a time smaller, or at
least not constantly increasing.

The Removal of Or. Ooty.
Governor John A. Dix has disap-

pointed many of his personal friends
and an army of Independent voters
throughout the State, who supported
him as a candidate. The latter were
assureu he would give the people of
this commonwealth a business admin-
istration, free from partisan bias and
Tammany influence.

His last important official act, re-
gretable in the extreme, is the adop-
tion of the Bulger report In connec-
tion with the investigation of Dr.
Doty, health officer of New York city.
The evfdent intent of the commission-
er, who reported his findings in let-
tera__of flame and a pen that sizzled
with vitrol, Is to serve the Tiger co-
horts who are hot-footed after the im-
portant position so ably filled by the
present incumbent. This is the same
mad man from the wilds of Oswego,
who played a star part in the famous

^Democratic state convention when
Honest "Pat" McCarren, of Brooklyn
and his legally and rightfully selected
delegates were "fired" bodily because
they would not take orders from Char-
lie Murphy. Justice Joseph A. Kellogg
was conspicuous in that convention
and eloquent in his condemnation of
the Bulger tactics as a member of the
committee on contested seats.

Poor "Pat" McCarren.-1B past and
gone. He lived to right the wrong
perpetrated upon his organization and
himself by Bulger and other Tam-
many bossed Democrats who sought
favor at the expense of decency and
self-respect. Bulger, however, re-
mains and is on hand, as heretofore,
with his "first aid to the injured"
remedies for the Tammany crowd.
Had the Governor been inclined to
fill the position with a party man and
ignore the non-partisan demand for
the retention of this splendid official,
who has stood for 15 years between
the great public of this commonwealth
and plague and pestilence, he could
have gone about the achievement in
a way not calculated to arouse the
indignation of the doctor and his great
circle of friends and admirers, who
are shown by abundant proof to equal
those of any other official in the State
service.

CAPITAL PUNISHMENT.

Bishop Doane, Chief Judge Cullen
and Former Supt. of Prisons

Collins Oppose Abolition.

Albany, Jan. 17—"Whosoever shed-
deth man'B blood, by man shall hia
blood be shed."

This was the answer of Right Rev.
William Coswell Doane, bishop of the
Protestant Episcopal diocese of Al-
bany, when asked whether he believes
in the abolition of capital punishment,
the question having been suggested by
the attitude of Gov. Dix and Col.
Joseph F, Scott, state superintendent
of prisonB, who have announced their
belief that the death penalty should
be abandoned fa this State.

"Capital punishment is right," said
the bishop. "The objection tp it is pure-
ly sentimental. Those who have been
declaring themselves in favor of the
removal of the death penalty overlook
the one great significant instruction—
God'8 own word which I have quoted."

Edgar M. Cullen, chief justice of
the Court of Appeals, which passes
on practically all of the murder cases
in the State, says the death penalty
should not be removed. "The law in
this State is right as it stands," he
was quoted today. "The bars of jus-
tice should not be let down."

Cornelius V. Collins, former superin-
tendent of State prisons,, has long op-
posed the abolition of capital punish-
ment. ,i

"If a guard Iji q̂ tr prisons incurred
the enmity of a life prisoner," said
Mr. Collins, "there would, be nothing
to prevent the prisoner from killing
the guard and as many others as he
wanted to You could do nothing
more to the prisoner ho matter how
many be killed. It is the fear of the
electric chair that puts a damper on
slaying in this State. To abolish 4t
simply would mean an official,ndtinca-
tion to a slayer that after fie had
killed one man and got life for it, he
was privileged to kill as many more
as he saw fit."

schedule should include base rates applying
within the corporate limits of the village of Low-
ville and for service within the Lowville exchange
area, as follows:

Business Telephones: Direct line $24 00
Two-party line 21.00

Residence Telephones: Direct line _ 18.00
*r . " Two-party line 16.00

It being understood that tbe two-party service
shall consist af either two business telephones,
two residence telephones, or one of each.

And it having been further^yQaderstood and
agreed that upon said rates becoming effective
the same shall continue for the period of at least
one year.

And it having been also agreed on the part of
the complainants that the complaint heretofore
made to the Public Service Commission, Second
District, shall be deemed withdrawn upon said
rate? becoming effective, without prejudice, how-
ever, and reserving to the complainants all rights
arising out of tbe Lowville franchise and the
other grounds set forth in said complaint.

It is therefore stipulated by and between the
complainants and the respondent, pursuant to the
above facts, understanding and agreement, that
the complaint in the above entitled proceeding be
and the same hereby is withdrawn upon said rates
becoming effective, as above set forth.
