One hundred and five years ago "to-
day Abraham Lincoln was born in a
lug cabin In Hardin,county, Kentucky.
There was no pride of ancestry In his
family. His parents were but pioneers
In the wilderness. His mother was a
woman of practical good sense and
taught him to read and write. There
were .no common schools where he was
born but he was a boy eager to learn
and he borrowed some books such suf
Bunyan'a Pilgrim Progress, a Life of
Washington, and the Bible, and read
them over and over until he was
familiar with them all. His memory
was very retentive and he could re-
peat whole chapters of the Bible al-
most llteraly. He was athletic from
his youth to manhood. He stood six
feet foup Inches high, and could out
run, out wrestle, out jump any young
men in the neighborhood. He could
split more rails, and strike a harder
blow with the woodman's ax than any
of hie associates. He spent his even-
ings in study, reading his books by
the log flre In the l>lg fire place.

He read law and was admitted to
practice. When a young man he took
a great Interest in politics, and Joined
the whig party. He was elected to the
State legislature in 1S33 and re-elected,
and during this period he moved to
Springfield. Illinois, where he practiced
law. In 1846 he was elected to Con-

The customers
of more expensive drinking places gen-
erally do not need to be told that al-
cohol is a "habit forming, irritant, nar-
cotic poison." Common experience and
their own observation have informed
them pretty fully as to* Its properties
and effects. They dally with It in reck-
less disregard of their own knowledge,
either, without thought of Its probable
consequences, or else in confidence
that they can draw the line of indul-
gence inside the margin of safety.

gress and served one term. The at-
tempted repeal of the Missouri Com-
promise roused him to action and
from that time on he "was a strong
and courageous opponent of the spread
of slavery in the territories. He ob-
tained a national reputation by his
celebrated debate with Stephen A.
Douglass, who was the big Democratic
statesman of Illinois. Lincoln argued
for freedom against the extension of
slavery and to hear these great orators
there assembled at some of the meet-
ings as many as ten and fifteen thou-
sand men. These debates when Lincoln
argued BO successfully that the gov-
ernment could exclude slavery from
the territories, gave him a national
reputation. In February, 1S60, he was
Invited1 to New York to speak, and his
great speech in Cooper Institute, where
William Cullen Bryant presided made
him famous, and prepared the way
for his nomination by the Republicans
for President at the National Conven-
tion la Chicago In the summer of 1860.
He was elected President and the
southern States refused to acknow-
ledge him aa their President and com-
menced to prepare for war with the
government

Lincoln's appeal to the south was for
peace. He said in his inaugural, "In
your hands, not mine are the momen-
tous Issues of civil war. You can have
no conflict without being the aggres-
sors. We are not enemies, but friends.
We must not be enemies. Though
T>aaBlon may strain, It must not break
the bonds of affection." But his appeal
did no good. The rebels fired on Fort
Sumpter and the war commenced, with
four years of suffering, and sacrifices,
with the loss of hundreds of thousands
of noble lives and billions of money.
But the great President was not per-
mitted to live long after the Immense
army led by General Grant conquered
Lee at Appomatox. He was assassinat-
ed by John Wllkes Booth in a Wash-
ington Theatre on April 15, 1865, and
the whole country was in mourning
for the martyr President.

By universal consent the name of
Abraham .Lincoln will go down
through all time with that of Wash-
ington, the two names standing as the
grandest figures in our history. Wash-
ington freed the thirteen colonies from
the tyranny of Great Britain, and Lin-
coln freed four millions of slaves, pri-
marily as a war measure, but for the
everlasting benefit of humanity. And
on each birthday of Abraham Lincoln,
his name seems to grow brighter and
shines with increasing luster. All the
world honors his memory and reveres
his great name. "A name that shall
live throughout all coming time, un-
bounded by country, by language, or
clime."

House Takes up 8haok1eford Bill Ap-
propriating 125,000,000 for

Good Roads.

Washginton, Feb. 11.—With more
than 1,00 members listed for speeches,
the House tonight held its first of a
series of three night sessions to de-
bate the Shakleford good roads bill.
Mr. Shackleford (Dem., Mo.) opening
the discussion with an address, out-
lining the project. He explained that
the bill proposed a maximum of $26,-
000,000 of appropriations by the
national government, allotments to be
conditioned upon 'equal* appropria-
tions, expenditures to be on a graded
scale, ranging In three classes from $15
a mile for dirt roads, to $60 a mile for
macadam roads.

A day on the
moors shooting the beautiful birds of
the air; a day on the coursing field,
letting loose strong-limbed dogs on the
feeble hare; worse Btlll, a day in the
pigeon cover, shooting down the help-
less, defenseless captives there,—are
days In his esteem, ill-spent, horrible
to think of, and -as degrading to the
persons who so spend them as they
are deathful to the poor creatures in
whose sufferings their pleasures are
sought.
