TO 8PEND $400,000 ON ROADS.

Highway Offioials in Jefferson County
Will Contract 36 Miles of Inproved

Surfaoe Ntxt 8umm«r.

Nearly $400,000 will be spent In Jef-
ferson county the coming summer
for state highways. Three roade, to-
taling thirty-four and one-half miles,
will be completed) by the end of the
year. Plans* are being drawn at the
office of the State highway department
and will be submitted) to the board of
supervisors at a meeting in March.

The highways to be completed are:
Depauvllle-Chaumont road, distance
of six miles; Cape Vincent-Clayton
road, distance of fourteen miles;
•Gunns Corners-Fishers Landing road,
fourteen and one-half miles long.
This last thoroughfare will run
through Stone Mills and Lafargeville.
All three highways will be built joint-
ly by the state and! oounty. The cost
will be apportioned1 at a ratio of 65 to
35, the state paying the larger amount.

Superintendent Ball estimates the
cost of the roads will average $11,000
a mile. This means the entire ex-
pense will be about $379,600, of which
the state will pay $246,675.

There la a possibility of the state
completing highway No. 30 from Phil-
adelphia to Watertown, a distance of
about three and one-half miles, next
summer. Plans for this road" will not
be submitted to the board of super-
visory this spring as the entire cost
Is borne by the state.
