That northern New York will have
electrification 'of railroads Is being
talked in railroad circles. It Is said
by men connected »wlth the St. Law-
rence division of the New York Cen-
tral that within the^next year or two
branch lines of the division will be
equipped With electric trains.

It is claimed that the—'bus lines'
to Cape Vincent and Carthage are
the cause of switching from the steam \
to the electric power. With the using
of electric trains, the company could
compete with th'e 'bus Unes, and give a
much better service than that afforded
at prissentT^It yrouid «aus« a reduc-
tion In rates, i f Is said. ^

The fact that the Northern New
York Utilities continues to harness
up power gives a certain amount *>f
weight to ifre statement that electric
trains will be in use In this sec-
tion. It is very evident that the cor-
porations'developing the power in this
section has some big object In view,
where they can sell their power, and
an electric railroad would provide a
big market. , '

It Is said that the electric line would
provide rapid and frequent connec-
tions between Watertown and Low-
ville and also Cape Vincent.

WOOD WILL REORGANIZE
ALL PHILIPPINE BUREAUS

Seeks to Put Government on Sound
Money Basis.

* Manila, P. I., Jan. 17.—Reorganiza-
tion t>f the departments and bureaus
of the Philippine government with a
view to placing the. finances of the
government on a sound basis i s urged
by Gov.-Gen. Wood in a circular let-
ter sent to all secretaries -of depart-
ments. The secretaries are called upon
to Instruct bureaus and officers under
them to eliminate all personnel which
Is not absolutely necessary in the ad-
ministration of the government. The
letter says:

"In view of the recent great losses of
the government and the tying up of
much of the government capital in in-
terprlses where it must necessarily
remain for some time under conditions
which will not make the investments
productive, and in view of the nec-
essity of maintaining the essential and
normal activities of the government
upon a vasls of efficiency, it is ab-
solutely necessary:
- "(a) To reduce all expenditures to
a point which will bring the budget
safely within the income of the gov-
ernment.

"(b) To rigidly reduce all expendi-
tures to the lowest point consistent
with efficiency. -, . .. , _

"(c) To eliminate all unproductive
and unnecessary expenditures.

"These general plans can be met
only b y the elimination of all person-
nel, which is not absolutely necessary
to the efficient conduct of the affairs
of your department and by a most
rigid supervision of all estimates and
requisitions and involving the expen-
diture of public moneys. . 1 '

"It is only by thorough and care-
ful co-operation by all departments
of the government on the lines .indi-
cated that the finances of the islands
can be placed on a sound basis."
