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RECEIVING MILK FROM 200
FARMS AT BOONVILLE PLAN

Law is County Conctonstd Milk Com
puny Installs N»w Machinery arv
Production of Evaporated Milk i
Facilitated in Every Way.

The Boonvllle Herald says: Th
Lewis County Condensed Milk Com
pany, which several months ago pur
chased the plant of the Rogers Milk
Company, is operating, all of its de
partments at about 60 per cent of it
capacity. The new concern began
operating the plant in a small way on,
March 1, the first product being
cheese. About a week or so later th«y% began evaporating and then condense*
and eweetened-condensed. Since tak
ing over the plant a number o
changes and necessary repairs' hav
been made. Additional machinery ha
also been installed, some of which
has been brought from the Turin
plant. ' A big improvement has been
made in the method of handling raw
materials and finished product,—whlchl
has greatly reduced labor costs and
increased production.

Fourteen and 16 ounce cans are un-
loaded by a track conveyer at the rat
of about 50,000 cans per day. The
work of unloading is being performed
by one man and the cans are fed di-
rectly from the car to the sterilizers
and thence to the fillers and into th
labeling and packing rooms- by con
veyors that are almoet human in facil
Ity and efficiency.

The condensary is now handling
about 60,000 pounds of milk a day, th
supply coming from Boonvllle, Con
s tab lev I lie, Talcottville and Turin.
Inasmuch as the plant is equipped to
handle 100,000 pounds of milk a day
the condensary will welcome a numbe
of new patrons and they are pre
pared to pay prevailing market prices
for the milk: It is also planned to add
to the present equipment, increasing
the capacity to approximately 160,000
pounds or 1,500 cases of evaporated o
condensed milk per day. In anticipa-
tion! otf increasing business a new
siding 250 feet long will shortly be
built and coal elevators wll be erected
at the southerly end of the plant.

Naturally Boonvklle and the sur
rounding territory Is primarily a milk
producing section. The prosperity o
the community depends upon its mar-
ket for milk and the prices received
For years the local farmers have
found themselves in a precarious posi-
tion due to an unstable market and
lack of confidence in some of the
agencies handling their milk. There
is no doubt the Rogers Milk Corpora-
tion overreached themselves at a time
when the market was tottering and
when building materials and equip-
ment were' at their peak. This sit-
uation has been more or less re-
adjusted and the standing and integ-
rity of the Lewis County Milk Cor-
poration, both as a corporation and
as Individuals inspires confidence
The unquestionably sound business
methods of the concern, together with
its excellent ratings in Dun and Brad*
street, and . the individual- character
oT"tfie men who are directing the en-
terprise, together with the versatility
of the Boonvllle plant in being able
to change from one product to an
other, should banish all hesitancy on
the part of the farmer to plan for
bigger and better milk production.
The Lewis County Milk Corporation
guarantees a square deal and full pay
to it© patrons. It does not propose to
do business on credit extended by
farmers, but fully expects to function

• in a business-like way.
The condensary states that they are

now receiving milk of some 200 farm-
ers and that they expect a steady
market throughout the year. At the
present time they have about 85 em-
ployed In the plant, which brings to
Boonvill'e at least 'five new families.

With the coming of the Lewis Coun-
ty Milk Company to Boonvilie the vil-
lage rightfully looks forward to a new
era of prosperity. Co-operation is one

__jrf the greatest factors of success and
it looks as if hence forth there will be
an. armistice in—tfcre~~mllk war which
has been waged locally for a number of
years with severe losses to the con-
tending parties.

NORTON COMPANY TAKES OVER
NESTLES PLANT AT GOUVERNEUR

Will Discontinue Manufacture of Ice
Cream and Plant Will be Used

for Fluid Milk.

The J. M. Horton Ice Cream Com-
pany has taken possesion of the
Nestles Company milk plant at Gou-
verneur. Leroy C. Bentham, Nestles
manager, will continue with the Hor-
ton people, and the new concern Is
desirous of getting milk in large quan-
tities at once.

Mr. Bentham states that no ice
cream will be manufactured in the
Oouverneur plant, which will assume
practically the character of the fluid
milk plant.There may be occasionally
some condensing, but the bulk of the
work wil be making the milk up into
preparation for ice cream production
at another point. The Horton inter-
ests are among the largest ice cream
producers in the world and supply a
large portion of th© ice- cream con-
sumed in New York city. .

The Horton Company has been
operating a plant in Richville for sev-
eral years and that plant has been
making a mixture, which 1B sent to
New York to be made into ice cream.
The Gouverneur plant will be used for
the same purpose.

The Horton Company is on excellent
terms with the farmers near Richville
and 1t has paid them the highest price
of any company for their milk. This
fact was the cause of so many Rich-
ville poolers withdrawing from th*
league so they could sell their fluid
milk to the Horton Company.

The nursery maintained at Lowville

is one of three controlled by the State
Conservation Commission, having an
annual output of 10,000,000 trees.
These trees ure sold to land owners
of this state at cost for reforesting
purposes. The sales this year will take
the entire production. At the pres-
ent time there are only White and
Scotch pine and Norway spruce seed-
lings available for distribution. With
the exception of the above species ot
seedlings there will be no trees for
sale at the nurseries.

Equipment has been assembled at
the nurseries fop increasing the num-
ber of -seed bed* ~this spring To' bring
the annuad production) to 17,600,000
trees. The local nursery will increase
an annual production of 1,000,000
trees1 to about 6.0001,00k However,
none of these will be available for
distribution before two years.

First spring activity is shipment of
trees for early planting.

trees. In shipping, the trees are re-
moved carefully from the soil, sorted,
counted and'packed with damp moss
in crates. From 1,000 to 20,000 trees
are packed in one crate and will safely
withstanding shipments of one week
or longer.

In view of the fact that the entire
available supply of planting stock at
the three Conservation/Commission
nurseries will be exhausted this spring,
it has been necessary to depart from
previous practice. No transplanted
stock will be for sale at any nursery
und only those seedlings which have
not been disposed of. At present
these consist of only white and Scotch
pine and Norway spruce. Orders filed
through the commission receive pref-
erence over orders taken at the nur-
series. In view of the spring sales
and probable increasing demands, next
year the Conservation Commission
suggests that any person contemplat-
ing ordering trees for either this fall
or next spring, to place their order
well in advance of the season desired.
Fall orders may be placed anytime
after May 1, and orders for next spring
after October 1 ^ To assure granting
of orders they should be placed with
the Conservation Commission, Albany,
N. Y.. division of lands and forests.
Requests are granted in orders re-
ceived by the commission as long as
stock is available.

Few Salesmen and No Buyers Attract-
ed to Gouverneur Board Session-
Some Doubt About Board Function-
ing This Season.

Gouverneur, April 8.—For the first
time in 17 years the Gouverneur dairy
board has failed to have a large and
enthusiastic meeting on the_ first Sat-
urday in April. The meeting scheduled
to take place here last Saturday for
the opening of the 1924 season for
selling .cheese, failed to Induce any
buyers to visit Gouverueur., and there
were but few. salesmen.

Buyers1 evidently have not found
enough, cheese available In this sec-
ion now to make it worth while to

make a trip here, and the salesmen
of more than thirty factories are tied
up at present with the Macomb Co-
operative Association and the St.
Lawrence County Cheese Producers'
Association.

The Macomb association gained con-
siderable fame in 1923 by selling its
season's product based on a certain
price over the New York average run
quotation, which gained a nice sum for
he Macomb patrons of the Co-opera-

tive. With this In mind, about 25
other factories have joined) to try and

et similar results, but at the present
time last year's success of the Macomb
organization is not being duplicated.
The Macomb factories allied with the
larger organization are not able to sell
heir product as yet, and the deal by

which the Macomb factories obtained
a large price in 1923 is reported being
entirely off for this season.

The Macomb cheese found its way
to the Swift & Co. plants, and that
firm has decided that it cannot afford
to pay one cent in advance of the
regular markets, according to the best
information obtainable here. The Co-
perative factories have much cheese

made up with no substantial selling
agency established as yet, but this
cheese at present is practically out of
:he realms of the ordinary cheese buy-
ing agencies, such as the Richardson
firm at Lowville.

The next meeting of the Gouverneur
board is subject to the call of Presi-
dent William A. Freeman. The next
few weeks will decide as to the Gou-
verneur board again functioning. It
is looked upon as quite likely to-begin
operations a little later, when- the out-
lying factories have begun making
;heese on a larger scale. The open-
ng meeting usually registers only a
lew hundred boxes. The annual elec-
tion of officers of the board takes
place the first Saturday in May and by
that time the situation will probably
e more settled.
