The baccalaureate sermon to the
graduates of the Copenhagen hitch
school was given Sunday evening in
the Congregational church by the
pastor. Rev. John A. Bennett. Mon-
day evening the faculty and graduates
motored, to Henderson Harbor and en-
joyed dinner at the "Harbor Inn." The
graduation exercises were held Tues-
day evening in L O. O. F. hall, when
Dorothy Cramer, Harold Roberts,
Harold Jones and David Roberts re-
ceived their diplomas. Nearly all will
enter higher institutions of learning in
September. The results of the recent
examinations of the local school are
excellent, the students having held up
the standard of the school in fine
shape. The report sent out annually
by the State Department of Educa-
tion shows an unusual record for the
Copenhagen faculty and students. The
school stands well up in the list and
far above many of the. schools of the
state, standing about ten per cent
above the average. Following is a
transcript of a recent report from Dr.
Skinner, of the education department
at Albany, sent to Dr. W. H. Cramer,
president of the local board of educa-
tion: "t am of the belief thut a com-
plete transcript of our Mr. Thomp-
son's report of his inspection of the
Copenhagen hiph school will be of
service to you and your board of edu-
cation, in administering the affairs* of
this school. We have had a favorable
impression of the work of the school
under the direction of Principal J. J.
Brainerd. There is nothing hi this
report that leads us to change" this
opinion, and there is much in it that
ought to be a source of satisfaction
to your board and to your corps of
teachers." The results of the recent
examinations show that the Instruc-
tion has been very thorough and it
is gratifying to know that there wore
so few failures*. About 90 per cent
of those who tried having passed and
many high marks were obtained.
