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ENCOURAGED OVER MERGER
OF THREE M M GROUPS

Dillon Pleased With. Progress• Being
Made—Incorporation Matters Taken
Up and Election Will be Held Feb-
ruary 4.

Kneouraged over the accomplish-
ment of a merger of three separate
groups and enthusiastic for the pos-
sibilities of the newly created United
Dairy Co-operative Association in
stabilizing the industry, John J. Dil-.
Ion. editor of the Rural New Yorker.
returned to the metropolis Friday
niKlit- after presiding- over a two-day
session in Utica preparatory to filing
Incorporation pap
on Saturday ln> _AJbany. Those three
groups in the combine are the Non-
Puolers' Co-operative Association,
Eastern States' Association and In-
dependent Milk Producers.

Election of officers of the new or-
ganization will take place Friday,
February 4, at a Tweeting of the direc-
tors in Utica. By that time it is pro-
posed to have the thirty .directors,
comprising-one from each of twenty-
four different districts and six chosen
at large, assembled. The directors on
that occasion will approve the tenta-
tive by-laws, which were discussed at
the previous meetings held in Utica.

Immediately after the election of
officers the new body will begin to
function, Mr. Dillon stated.

'.'The basis of this organization will
be one local unit at every shipping
station," he said. "That unit will have
sovereign power in itself and will con-
trol its own local affairs. All of the
local units will be federated in the
United Dairy Co-operative Associa-
tion, whose function will be the sale
of milk."

At this point Mr. Dillon explained
thru the by-laws, coming under the
co-operative corporations law, would
permit the association to manufacture
butter and cheese if it so desired. He
was asked what would-be done with
the surplus milk In the""spring, In the
event there is a surplus, and replied
it could go toward the making of but-
ter and cheese. Such products could
be manufactured,- he said, in plants
already existing and owned by inde-
pendent companies not affiliated with
any group.

Each district will probably be com-
posed of two or more counties, Mr.
Dillon said, and each local unit—one
for each shipping station—will have
its own officers.

"The local units may incorporate
'%- and-ow-n or operate a-plant or-they

may be unincorporated and just sell
milk to the dealers."

"How is the price of milk fixed in
New York now?" Mr. -DiHon was
asked.

"Borden's Fix Price."
"By the Bordens," Mr. Dillon re-

plied. "The Borden Company takes
substantially all of the pool milk
(Dairymen's League Co-operative As-
sociation). Sheffield Company takqe
all of the Sheffield producers' milk
The price fixed by Borden's is an-
nounced by the league and Sheffield's
fix about the same price,"

Mr. Dillon explained that because
of its overhead, the Dairymen's
League Co-operative* . Association
price paid to the farmers was not as

as that paid to the Sheffield pro-
ducers. He declared one cent a quar
would pay all the overhead required
by. the local units and the central
body of the new organization which
he has just sponsored.

Formation of the>' new association
will bring about three bargaining
pro up s in the New York field, but
the new group plans to>center itsactiv-
ity in supplying the can trade in New
York, including stores, restaurants,
hotels and institutions. The other two
groups, he said, practically have a
monopoly on the bottled milk trade.

"No concerted drive for members
would be made until after the _next
meeting," Mr. Dillon said.

TEST CASE ON ERADICATION
OF BOVINE TUBERCULOSIS

Constitutionality of Law Under Which
State is Spending $5,000,000 to

be Decided.

Governor Smith and Dr. Livingston
Farrand, president of Cornell Uni-
versity, will address the dairymen's
association at a dinner on:the night of
Januar>r 19. Members of the State
Agriculture Society and the State
Breeders' Association will also attend
the meeting.

Other speakers will be Dean A. R.
Mann, of the College of Agriculture at
Ithaca, Prof. H. H. Wing, of Cornell
University;* W. B. White, of the De-
partment of Farms and Markets and
Dr. R. R. Graves of the United States
Department of Agriculture.

A number of experts on milk pro-
duction will testify before the com-
mittee on unified organization, which
is composed of ten producers of the
New York milk shed, three of them
being from ^northern New York. The
northern New York members are E. B.
Johnson, of Chaumont; Earl Laidlaw,
of Gouyerneur, and George W. Sis-
sons, Jr., of Potsdam. Peter G. Ten
Eyck, of Albany, is chairman of the
committee.

Utica, Jan. 13.—Constitutionality of
the law under which New York state
is spending between $4,00Q,000 and
$5,000,000 for the eradication of tuber^
culosis in bovine animals, hangs
upon the decision of Justice William
F. Dowling, who took the Injunction
suit of the state against. Chris Teus-
cher, Rome, from the hands of a jury.
The court's action followed comple-
tion of evidence holding that ques-
tions were involved which cannot be
decided by jury.

Briefs were ordered submitted and
decision will be rendered next month.
Interest Is unusually keen in the out-
come, as it is the first oajse of its
kind in the state.

The state, is endeavoring ao obtain
a permanent injunction restraining
Teuscher from disposing "of his milk
from his herd unless he agrees to have
his cattle tested for tuberculosis.
Teuscher refuses to agree. to the test,
claiming that it is injurious to healthy
cattle. _
" George LT FKanders, acting as special
counsel for the State Department of
Farms and Markets, explained that
Dr. Ernest T. Faulder, in testifying,
stated that the healthy parts of 90
per cent of '"the carcasses condemned
in this state last year were sold for
human consumption.

$2,000 PAID TO SETTLE ACTION
William J. Zimmerman Brought

Action Against Colonial Coach
Corporation.

Settlement has' been made in the
sum of $2,000 in the action of William
J. Zimmerman against the ' Colonial
Coach Corporation, which was booked
for trial in Supreme Court. Mr. Zim-
merman, who is an income tax spec-
ialist, of Watertown, had brought suit
tor $5,000 for personal injuries and
the wreck of his automobile in a
collision with a Colonial bus.

The accident occurred January 28,
1926, on the Carthage road near what
Is known as Skinny bridge. A severe
snowstorm was in progress and Mr.
Zimmerman, who was returning to
the city from Carthage, did not see
the bus ..until he was close to It. His
car was struck and he was badly in-
jured, being in the hospital for several
weeks. Attorney John Reynold's, of
Purcell, Ciilien & Pitcher, represented
the plaintiff, and Delos M. Cosgrove
represented the defendant.

ROADS WILL BE BUILT
Also to Resurface 275 Miles—8tat<» to

Spend $40,000,000 This Year—Tre-
' maines Corners to Barnes Corners

Only Authorized Road in Lewis
County.

Albany, Jan. 19.—New York, Btate's
expenditures for highway construc-
tion and maintenance will exceed
$40,000,000- during 1927, the largest
amount ever spent by the state for
this purpose, it was learned from esti-
mates prepared by State Highway
Commissioner A.,W. Brandt.

With this money about 326 miles of
new concrete roads will be built and
about 275 miles of old macadam roads

It estimated in the New York
millcshed, including adjacent states,
there are 120,000 active commercial
dairymen. The pool or league has
24.000 official members, Mr. Dillon
said, and Sheffield Farms about 10,000.
The others represent independents,
non-poolers and Eastern States Pro-
ducers, with the large majority un-
organized.

INVESTORS IN MINE DEAL
Attorney General and Rochester

Officials Investigate Scheme of
Wheeler Who Sold Stock in Car-
thage.

Carthage, Jan. 18.—Local people In-
terested in the investigation that is
being made In Rochester in regard to
Byrhl Wheeler, secretary and treas-
urer of the Canadian.-American Cop-
per Refining Company, who sold stock
in Carthage and vicinity have been in
communication with. Rochester offi-
cials and learned that the case is be-
ing Investigated by the attorney gen-
eral and city officials.

As far as can be learned Wheeler
has only a small amount of money on
deposit, although he alleges that
aoout $90,000 worth of stock was
sold.

Rochester officials' said that they
thought very little of the scheme and
as far as could be learned no mining
operations had been started. Local
investors were advised to present
their claims, and if it were possible
to- get any returns an effort would be
mad© to do so, by the authorities.

Will be mam faced OP repalrod>
The programme of construction in

central and northern New York coun-
ties calls for the building of about 40
miles? of now roads, the reconstruction
of 45 miles of old roads, which will be
converted from macadam* into wide
concrete boulevards, and the total exr"
penditure of between $8,000,000 and
$4,000,000.

The figures form a striking contrast
to those of ten * years ago, when the
total expenditure for highway con-
struction and maintenance was only
$14,139,000.

Construction costs at that time were
much lower,, however, and during that
year the state built 667 mile's of new
highway and resurfaced or repaired
202, miles. A part of this difference in
cost is due to the changed policy in
road building which came about when
Col. Frederick Stuart Greene- became
State Highway Commissioner in 1918
and started building concrete roads
on all main routes. While concrete
roads are much more expensive than
the old macadam construction, they
are declared by engineers to be much
cheaper in the long run on account of
their greater durability;

The major part of 1927 expenditures
for highway construction will be
spent on main highway routes- leading
into New York city and important
connecting links up-state. One of the
principal problems of traffic conges-
tion In New York sjtate during the
last two years hasi arisen in the
neighborhood' of large- cities, where
thousands of motorists all want to
drive • to the same place on the same
week-end.

Consequently old highways, built 10
and 15 years ago, although adequate
theny , are how totally antiquated.
Commissioner Brandt has drawn up
plans for the rebuilding of nearly all
these routes into 28, 32, 26 and 40-foot
roads, — — — -

According to the commissioner, the
most urgent highway needs of the
state are for new construction in
sparsely populated sections. County1'
and town highway work can take care
>f that. But main routes and lines in
lose proximity to cities are so over-

crowded that the work of the nearly
days of state highway construction
must all be done over again.

Wayne, Lewis and Cortland counties
and was very successful as an in-
structor.

Mr. West having felt a call to
preach, prepared for the ministry and
was ordained in Septetmiber, 1877, In
he Onondaga conference of the Meth-

odist qhurch. He served charges ih
Oswego, Lewis, Costland and Herki-
mer- counties, being located at North
Martinsburg for some time, his last
charge in that denomination being in
the city of Syracuse. He was re-
ceived into the Presbytery of Syra-
cuse in 1890, supplying various par-
shes In that Presbytery. Later he

was transferred to the Presbytery of
Utica and installed as pastor of the
church at Verona. He remained- there
about six years, when poor health
ompelled him to retire from active

work and recuperate. At the end of
a year's rest, he re-entered the mln-

Mr. West's political preferences
were Republican and Prohibitionist.
