Harvesting Home
Grown Heat Units

iSoon it will be time to spend the
spare hours between chores (working
in the woodtot cutting next winter's
fuel supply. Of course, this winter*?
supply is already cut, buzzed and
ranked in the woodshed so mother
doesn't have too Tong a haul to the
woodbox in the kitchen. .

The question Is not what will the
•harvest be, but how shall it be made?

There is the farmer who prides
himself that he never cuta a live tree,
and €4mply keeps up with, the "dead
and the down" Umber all over the
•woodlot. Be isn't practicing forestry,
he Is maintaining a museum. Nice
to look at but inferior as to growth
rate. In this woods are to be found
plenty of weed trees, plenty of trees
with deformed trunks and narrow
crowns, yet allowed to occupy space
simply because they are alive.

Then there Is the other farmer, and
unfortunately his name is legion, who
goes to the other extreme. To him
the woodlot le not a museum but a
mine and he slashes right and Ktft;
without regard to the future. Thrifty
fast growing ash and miaple are sacrb
iiced to the buzz pile. They make
such easy cutting.

The Happy Medium
As always in this type of situation

there is a goldeiv in-between. It is
"plan wise cutting on an area basis."
This will involve cutting live^kreea,
but trees that .have no future. Trees
that by species (weed trees), toy form
(crooked and defective), and by posi-
tion (too close to better trees), had
better be out than in.

It all boils down to this "live trees
are to be cut, bul only wilen by so
doing a better tree is helped." This
better tree ,as already Intimated:, may
be better by species, by form, or by
position. To do a good job then in-
volves marking the trees to be cut.
In half-«/-day, the winter's iharveiTt of
fuel can be marked. Then let, who
will do the cutting—the hdred men or
the neighbors on shares.

The old maxim reports truly that
"you can't eat your cake and have it
too." But he who harvests fuelwood
on a plan wise basis, aifter marking-,
will have an abundance of home
grown heat units and a better wood-
lot in the bargain.
