The loss to the 
stste is estimated at $400,000—that ia, ta­
king tbe lowest responsible hide aa a basis.

The Teaiperanee Procession. 
There was a great demonstration in < 

streets on Wednesday,—a procession -of J 
the Temperance Societies of the city, and [ 
of large delegations from the rest of thel 
State, with music and banners snd the in­
signia of the respective Orders of Temper­
ance, more imposing than erer before wer< 
exhibited in their Cause. 

The Mass of the Temperance Arm; 
were on foot—sturdy snd earnest men 
but there were delegations and officials ir 
sleighs ; and a number of fair ladiea tc 
the same means of participating in the proj 
cession. One sleigh bore the petitions 
which are to be presented to the Legislal 
tore in name of bundreda of thousands o\ 
citizens, calling for legislative interpositi 
to arrest tbe evil of Intemperance. 

Tbe procession msrehed to tbe Capitol-
ihe Albany Republican Artillery with in 
Brass Band giving the escort—and there 
organized in the Assembly Chamber.

The Resignation of Lord Palmerslon.—

patty in the Assembly. I.ord Palmerstou 
there upon approved of w h a been done ; 
but at that time be did not kuow of the ar­
rests and fighting, and other circumstances 
immediately following the new atate of 
affair*. Lord John Russell, haring heard 
of tbia interview, sent a written remon­
strance lo lx>rd Palmerston, complaining 
that the Foreign Secretary had taken a step 
ao important aa that of an approval of the 
coup a" etat without consulting his colleagues 
whom he bad ihua committed to it. Lord 
Palmerston replied that the conreraation 
with Count Walewski waa a private one ; 
that he had not committed the government 
to any particular course of action ; that it 
might even then, if it p'eased, go to war 
with France, without violating any official 
pledge given by him ; and that he did not 
consider it necessary for ihe acknowledged

A n o « horribU affair was developed y*«. 
terday after, oon, in tho Diairict ol' Rub* 
moitd, on ih* Delaware. About half past 4 
o'clock, *om* litil* girt* who worn playing 
next ibe coal wharf No, 14, just above tho 
iron work* of Messrs. 1. P. Morris, dweor*-
ered, frozen in the ice in the flats, on the 
river at thai poiut, three each* clout togeth­
er. 

Tbe children informed four young man 
who w*re chopping wood on the whore, and 
they cm out the bags with theit axee.—, 
They partially opened tho each*, wbeav 
portions of human lemaina became visible. 

The suspicion at one* flashed upon their 
minds, in consequences of recent rumored 
apprehensions ss to the fate of the missing 
pedlar boy, Jacob I^thman, and that bio 
body had been brought to light. Hundreda 
of spectators soon collected, and all arrived 
at the same conclusion. 

A messenger waa despatched to Ken­
sington for Dr. Goldsmith, the coroner, and 
by the time that functionary reached the-
scene, not less than 1.SC0 persona were* 
assembled. There was the greatest excite­
ment, and a general feeling of horror pre* 
vailed. 

The sack* were removed to the hotel of* 
Cspt. George McMullen, on Richmond St.. 
near Huntington, where a jury of inquest 
was emitanneled. 

In one aack waa a bead, and legs andV 
feel ; in another, a thorax, arms and hand*, 
wiih the viscera of ihe cheat; and in tho 
third, the lower part of the trunk, and the 
hips and thighs, with the viscera of the ah-
domiuai region. The portions of the body 
in the different sscks, were, wiih parte of 
the clothing of the deceased, fixe^J and tied 
together, so as to occupy the least space. 

The bead hsd been hewn from the trunk 
the body hewn in twain, the lega chopped 
off at the knees, and tin leet partly cut from, 
tbe legs, st the ankles, so tbst they might 
bejbeni upwards. There had also been an 
attempt to cut the throax in two lengtbwiae. 
On the top of the head were two frightful 
wounds, fracturing the skull. The nneo 
waa likewise broken and the eyea black­
ened. 

On putting the mutilated parte of tbe body 
together, and laying the whole out in the 
Coroner'* ice box, they formed the perfect 
corpse of a youth about 1? year* old—the 
exact age of the lad, Lehman The hair 
waa like hia. The body, furthermore, cor­
responded to his in size, height and gener­
al appearance. The clothing, too, waa of 
the tame description as his. Indeed, no> 
doubt whatever remained that tbe corpse 
wss that of young Lebmsn.
