TRUCK LICENSE

INCREASE
Farmers with tracks weighing

over 1800 pounds will be severely
handicapped under the 65 per cent
increase in license fees. Resolu-
tions condemning this increase
have been passed at meetings of
the leading farm organizations in
New York State. The New York
State Farm Bureau Federation thru
tbe Oswego County Farm Bureau
is endeavoring to find out the ex-
act situation among farmers with
regard to the increase. Question-
naires have been mailed to all of
tbe Farm Bureaus members and
are being promptly filled out and
returned to the Farm Bureau office.

The Farm Bureau Federation
and the directors of the local bur-
eaus are taking the attitude that
farmers are already paying ample
tor the privilege of using the roads.
The majority of farm trucks are
used only to haul milk or produce
to market and at the most are on
the road a few hours a day- They
believ that the large trucks which
compete with the railroads should
pay according to their use of the
highways.
