Hon. JOHN A. GRIBWOLD, a life long
democrat and present rncaiber of Congress
from Troy, in this State, in a recent letter
of acceptance of the nomination for re-
election makes use of the following langu-

44 Without attempting a discusBiun of
the merits or demerits of the respective
candidates who are now presented to the
country, I feel constrained to way, for the
first time either publicly or privately, that
with Gen, McClellan and the platform on
which he has been placed, and Mr. Peu-
dleton with his publicly recorded senti-
ments, 1 cannot yield support to the Chi-
cago. oominatioiiB. This decision hag not
boen arrived at without feeling uf keen
regret, from the fact that 1 am, in respoet
to it, placed in a position differing from my
political associates, among whom are mauy
warm and esteemed p^reoual frioudtf. They
will, I feel assured, give me credit for hou-
asty and sincerity ot purpose, and believe
tWU lothiug but the strougesi •onvUtions
of duty has ioduwd Ik* determination
Dew expressed."

In discussing tho questions at issite In
ihe campaign, Mr. Oriswold says ;

14 For the preservation of our Govern-
ment and tho continuuuee of the Union in
its integrity, but one course has oommentt-
ed iUelt to my judgment.

Until some other than the 44 recognition"
of a Southern Confederacy oan be tho
basis of negotiation, I would strengthen
our armies in the field- For one, I desiro
to.be among the very last who would yield
assent to the establishment of a foreign
Government on the soil of the Unifed
States, whether that Government bo pfo~
sided over by Jefferson Davis, or a sown
of royalty furnished through the duiuter-
ested magnanimity of England or France.

I do not forget that the war has beeu
forced on the North, and that it must bo
waged for our'Natienal life, for the hqpes
of self government, for the respectability
and dignity of labor. Thus regarding it>
I have no words of allowance or sympathy
for those who, assuming to be tbt> expon-
ents of public sentiment, have only tender
expressions of apology ami kindness for
treason and traitors, and an inexhaustible
vocabularly for denunciation of tlie war
and everything iuoicknt to its conduct.
Peace beyond any other possible event
woild Ue hailed throughout the laiid with
eiultatkm and thanksgiving, but it must
he a peace without dishonor, without dis-
union, and of a character not again to be
broken. It is (or such a peace that myr-
iads of graves have been filled with tbo
bravest m our laud; only such an one oan
atone for the anguish ana desolation which
now darken the nomes from which tliese
brave men went forth to battle.

To the men and measures that, lu my
judgment, will most certainljr and speedily
promote the consummation of suck a
peace, I shall ooutinuo to give my earnest
support. .. •>

With thif brU( and very imperfect pre-
sentation of mr views, ana after • as
thoughtful and dispassionate consideration
as I nave been ahlo to give the subject, I
feel that justice to the people of the dis-
trioti and to my own position, demand* to
me an expression of my intentions with
reference to the approachiug Presidential
election.

The
f Boat victory of Sheridau, which so elec-
trified tho eeuutrj, is being followed np
with tho utmost rigor by that daritig and
intrepid officer.

He is more, for he is a
good General an well n» a daring cavalry
officer. <

Last night's despatches brought us the
following from Gen. Stevenson :

Sheridan haa again beaten tho enomy at
Fiuher's Hill, oapturing 16 guns and many
prisoners. This in all probability IH the
finale of Early.

(Jlosely following c«mo— :
»Shcridan's rictory proves to bo signal

and complete. Nothing but the coming
night saved even a remnant of Early'*
army.

The affair is complete and overwhelm-
ing.

Gen. Sbaridan seems to know not only
how to win a victory, bat he knows how to
putfh an advantage to the utmost when it
is won. PreviouA to tikis last dash and
onslaught the total number of prisoners
taken Ifjf Jiim wt» compoied at men tiiou-
sand, and the total loss to the enemy was
one-third of his entire army in the valley.
They lost nine Generals—three killed and
six wounded.

By to-day's despatched will be found
more complete accounts of his later work.
How many prisoners, or now many killed
aud disabled gene ruin are to He added to
his previous libt, cannot yet be determin-
ed* it is only known that he is giving the
rebels no rest, no peace* no opportunity to

Generals FREMONT and COCHRANK have
both formally withdrawn their names as
candidates from the canvass. General
FREMONT'S letter we have already pub-
lished in our Telegraph despatches. It
was not in terms, precisely what we could
have wished, but, it is sufficient to show
that his heart beats truo to the impulses of
humanity. It was enough that his devo-
tion to Freedom, and Progress, and a love
of the Union have overborne all personal
considerations. His motives At this time
wo think cannot be misunderstood. His
strictures upon tho policy and ineasures of
the Administration leave no room for the
suspicion that his withdrawal has been in-
fluenced by any hope oi preferment at the
bunds of the President. .

When General FREMONT says "The
presidential question has, in effect, been
entered upon in such a way that the un-
ion of the Republican party has become a
paramount necessity.

The policy of the Democratic party sig-
fies either separation or re-establishment
with Slavery. The Chicago platform is
simply separation. Gen. McClellan's let-
ter of acceptance is re-establishment with
Slavery..

The Republican candidate on the contra-
ry is pledged to the re-establishment of
the Union without Slavery.

Between these issues, I think no man of
the Liberal party can remain in doubt;
and I believe I am consistent with my an-
tecedents in withdrawing "—he speaks
like the gallant leader of the Republican
hosts of '5(i.

Gen. CocilRANE's letter is in a better
spirit than FREMONT'S. It is more elab-
orate, but comes to the same conclusion ;
that is, that under all the circumstances,
there is no course left for the true lover of
his country and ite institutions but to do all
that can be done to secure the re-election
of President LINCOLN.

Alluding to tho action ot tho Chicago
Convention and tho letter of acceptance
of Gen. MOCLELLAN GOU. COCHANE says:
" While, thorefore, Gen. MCCLELLAN re-
solves upon an impossible Union as it was,
through war, the Convention resolves up-
on an impossible Union as it should bo,
through peace. That the candidate does
not stand erect upon his platform, though
admitting a question whether, if elected,
he would negotiate a peace, permits none,
that, if elected, he could not effectively
prosecute the war.

u The success of the Chicago nominees
would, therefore, at the best but place in
power a party of divided counsels, of un-
certain policy, and of indecisive action.—
Clearly sveh an eveat would be at the far-
thest from 4 a suppression of the Rebell-
ion by force of arms and with comprom-

And lie continues, " Shall we exchange
the proffered victory for a •cessation of
hostilities?' No! As we fought at the
beginning we should fight to the end; and
when Rebellion shall have laid down its
arms may we reconstruct whatever this
war for the Union shall be found to have
spared. 4Lay down your arms' then, as it
was at the commencement, so it is now,
all that is demanded by loyal Americans of
their rebellious brothers.

General COCHRANE concludes as fol-
lows :

44 Peace and division, or war and the
Union. Other alternative there is none.
And, I am still of the mind that once led
nie to the field with soldiers of tlie Repub-
lic. I cannot now hold a position, which*
by dividing, hazards the success of all
those, who, whatever their differences at
points, agrco, as upon the question of first
consequence, that the restoration of the
Union cannot be effected without the un-
interrupted continuation of the war."

Itfr. Fenton JUsons; his
On the night ol the 8th, our candidate

for Governor, th# Hon. Reuben E. Fen-
ton, was called on by his neighbors at his
home in Jamestovn, to be congratulated
on his nominatidn. The great crowd was
preceded by a haul of music, with many
flags and transparoces. Among the most
noticeable of the transparencies were those
bearing the mottoet: " Lincoln and John-
eon—for the war.'

Alexander Sheldon, known in Chautau-
que as the 44 old war-horse of Unionism,"
made the salutation speech.

In the course of Mr. Fen ton's reply, pa-
triotic in evefy part and high-toned and
eloquent, he naid:

But, fellow-citizen*, this same class of
men, or a portion of them, say we must
have peace, peace by armistice, by discon-
tinuing the war on our part. We all want
peace, such a peace as will give the great-
est freedom and unity, power and harmony
to our form of government, a peace that
shall re-asseTt the common welfare, the
tranquility and the blessings of liberty to
ourselves and posterity, as objects ordain-
ed and entablished by the Constitution.—
We want peace without dishonor.

And here let me say, friends, that there
has been no time since the war began, but
that peace could have been secured by the
simple and honorable process of the Reb-
els laying down their arms, and return-
ing to their homes, peaceful and law-
abiding citizens under the Constitution
and the lr\w. Nor will there be any
twenty-four hours drring the continuance
of this war, but that the country can
have peace if the rebels will cease to fight,
menaco and disturb, and return to their
allegiance. The loyal people will have no
peace which is produced by shaking hands
with Rebels iu arms, over the bodies of
our brave defenders who have fallen in
the service, but upon honorable terms it
would be hailed with delight.

l ie also said:
Tho debt resting upon the people at the

close of 1812 could hardly have Deen less
per capita than the indebtedness of the
present war at the close of this year, and
yet this sum was wholly discharged within
the first fifty years of our constitutional
Uiotory, with scarcely any aid from intor-
nal taxation, »»ow jfo successfully reduced
to a system to aid u» in raining funds for
present' exigencies and to finally pay off
the debt.

I suppose the present Value sf the real
and personal estate in the loyal States to
be not far from fifteen billions of dollars,
and there are about twenty-four millions
of inhabitants. According to the census
of 1860, there was a little less than eleven
billion dollars, real and personal estate,
and you know that real estate is seldom
estimated for such purposes at over two-
thirds of its actual value, while personal
property frequently escapes being report-
ed at all, therefore I thinfc it pretty safe to
fix the sum as I have above stated.

It will be seen, that this averages a lit-
tle over $600 property to each person.—
Now suppose the Rebellion to last until
the Fall of 1855 (and I hardly think it
will continue actively for six months) and
at the present rate of increase of national
indebtedness in prosecuting the Rebellion
for its suppression, the amount would be
3,000 millions of dollars. The proportion
of tho debt to each individual in the loyal
States would be $80, and the interest on
this sum annually at Government rates
less than $5.

With this simple and truthful analysis
it does not seem that we should be bur-
dened beyond our ability to pay without
great exertkns upon our industry, to say
nothing of the large increase derived from
duties on imports which pay the interest.

A CAVALRY CHAIIOE IN BATTLB,—For

tho firet time in our war have the cavalry
been used to make* a charge upon the in-
fantry lines of the enemy. With the im-
provements in fire-arms it has become al-
most impossible to employ the Napoleonic
tactics of riding down infantry. The in-
fantry melts away before the charging mass.
In the crisis of Sheridan's last battle the
tide was turned by a successful and brill-
iant charge of our cavalry upon the ene-
my's lines. Success became possible from
the fact that the lines were close together.
There was no wide intervening distance
to 1*0 traversed* across which a withering
fire could sweep. The attempt is credita-
ble to the intrepidity aad generalship of
Gen. Sheridan and to the gallantry of
Custar aud Merritt and their brave com-
rades who executed it.
