and interesting than what uro< known- us
the uC:kt:icombH," anl I, thcrdoro, took
occ;isu)ii, quite early after our arrival in
the Eternal City, to call upon the <-'ar-
diual Vicir, to obtain a permission to
vuit those of St. Oalixtus, which arc, in
many respects, moro iinportnnt than ;iny
of the othcr.-> Those Catacombs are situ-
ated bononth that triaugular space which
separates tho Via Appia from tho Via
Ardentina, or Strada della Madonna del
Divino Amoro, aii'l which, in classical
times, was occupied by tho Campus of the
Divus Itudiculus, and at present by the
Vigna Aihendola, about ono mil;) beyond
the walla of t!i<i city, through tho. Por.ta-
del 8. Sobastiano. Over tlu> ontraiico to
the vineyard, under which they aro situ-
ated, i* a murblo tablet with the namo
engraved in it. We wero conducted by
an excellent guide, who explained every-
thing as wo went along, groping our way
with lighted candles, and it was about
half an hour after Wo entered before we
camb out a^ain; and had \y«» been loft to
ourselves at any moment, wo should have
lost our way, and, unattended, could
never havo found daylight again.

It is impossible in a long loiter to give
a description of them. We iiud chapels,
crypts, statues, stuccoed walls, with
paintings roprosonting scenes, animals,
human figureo, <fcc, and thousands of
niehos containing-tlio .'ashes and bones of
U1030 who had been interred there tens
of conturiLis ago, There is no question
at all, but that these fiubtenancan ox-
cavatious served as places of refuge and
worship to the early Christiana, and of
roposo.-after thoir doatlu Wo did not
tako the trouble to visit any of the other
catacombs, as those of S. Calixtus give
UMa.corroct idea of the whole, excopt
that ^ve went into tho tombs of fhe
Scipiois, which are also on tho Via Ap-
pia, and arc of the s;inic character as the
cat aoombs of S. Culixtus.

Wo hive also taken occasion to make
ourselves acquainted with the campilog-
lio or capitol, mid a<cciid to the. top of tho
cupola, whole wo got a niost splendid
view of Ilomo and the oampagna as far
as the sea. This imposing building rises
on tho summit of Mount Capitolino, and
is approached on tlio front sido by a long
steep flight of stairs. On tho balustrade at
tho top of tho steps aro colossal statues of
Castor ami Pollux with thoir horses, said
to bo the tropkio* raised to Marius, and
sculptured in tho timo of .Septimus Sov~
eriis. In tho centre of the Pit^szi in front
of tho capital is al?o a flno equestrian
statue in bronzo of Marcus Aurclius, and
id said to bu tho only equestrian statuo iu
bronzo that romains of ancient Home.

There is a vory extensive monument of
statuary connected with tho Capitol* us
well as other matters of interest which
might bo noted. It was in the church of
St. Maria di Ara Ccoli, just across* tho
piazzi from the Cax>itol, that Gibbon
says, that *• on tho 15th of October,
176-t, as ho sat writing amidst tho ruins
of the Capitol, whilb the barefooted friars
woro singing vespers, that tho idea of
writing tho Doclino and Fall of the City
tirst-started to his mind." The old Fla-
mhuan Way, extended from the Capitol,
nearly .OB tho.-present site of tho Corso,
to the 1'orla del Pojiolo, and so on to tho
Poll to Matle, whore it crossed tho Tiber,
and very much of'Koiy an history is con-
noiited with this locality. Xho Cor^o is
one of tho finest and busiest streets I
ever saw ; it is a mile in length, and is
lined with shopsy-palaccs, private houses,
and an occasional church*' Tho.-piazzis,
palacea, 'villas and bridges, in and about
Homo, are many of them magnificent,
and identified with historical associations
of singular importance, which I would
bo glad to desciibo had I time. Many
of tho palacos contain extensive museums
and galleries of rmintings, which are
open to the public certain days in the
weokj and are much resorted to by
strangers and visitors.

the museum and picture- gallery of the
Vatican aro among the most extensive
and richest in the world. I believe I re-
ferred to illy audience with tho Pope in
Di^lust, sinco which I have had a very
pleasant interview with Cardinel Anto-
nelli, although I was obliged to mako use
of the best French at my command, as
the learned Cardinal iuformoo^nie at once
that ho did not speak English. Since
tlie Pope has lost hi« temporal power, his
Plimier has had but little to do but to visit
with hirt friends, and chronicle the events
happening in Homo, in connection with
the Italian Government.

C a u s o o r Hex.

The th.eory, says the Medical and Sur-
gical Journal, that temporal and acci-
dental conditions lead to the decision of
the sex, has lately received a remarkable
olucidation by the botanical researches of
Mr. Thomas Mcchan, This gentlenian,
at tho meeting of the American Associa-
tion for the advancement of Science, last
year read a paper on the laws governing
sex. in plants, in which tho theory was
propounded tnat only the highest grades
of vitality produce thd female sex. Ho
exhibited specimens of the common sweet-
chestnut that there were two classes of
malo blossoms on thia tree. One class ap-
peared in tlie axis of the leaves in the
weak brunches.' Theso were tho numer-
ous white catkins we are all so familiar
on the chestnut tree. They usually fall
boforothe lost class opened, and probably
had littlo to do with the fertilization of
the female flowers;- The female flowers
only appeared from vigorous branches.-—
These boro only two or three female flow-
ers, and then, if any matter was to. be
Spared, continued 011 a weak male spike;
If the tree is weakened in any manner,
this last class of male flower.* is not
formed, all of this material then being
required to form tho chestnuts. "When
weakness is still greater, no fenialo How-
el's aro all borne, but all mule ones. This
is the reason why chestnuts aro scarce in
some years. He exhibited leaves from a
largo chestnut tree which had .always*
bom heavily, but only male flowers- this
year. The leaves were of a mottled yel-
low and green tint, showing that its nu-
tritive powers were out of order.

This we rogard.as a most signiiicant
observation.
