state- that the Canal Hoard has adopted a
resolution that after the 1st of July, no
boat of any description shall havo the right
of preference at the locks, or of lockages,
by reason of paying double the usual rates
of toll on boats. This embraces steamboats,
steam-tugs and boats in tow, as well as all
boats towed by horses or other animals.
This prohibition or^repeal of former regula-
tions on this subject, does not apply to or
attcct boats of all descriptions used chiefly
for the transportation of passengers, on
which the usual rate of toll fixed in the toll
ghuet is paid. Collectors will therefore not
charge more than two cents a mile tolls on
all boats whose preference is taken away by
the resolution of the Canal Board above
specified.

TMe Great Battle—TTIcCIellan'a Plans
Carried Out.

NEW YORK, July 1.
The Tribune makes the following state-

ment from unquestionable sources. There
is reason to believe the statement is, in the
main, correct, as information from other
sources deemed reliable, corroborates it:

Latest advices from McClellan received
at Washington yesterday M. were up to 2
F. M. of Saturday. Up to that time he had
successfully carried out the plan he pointed
out some time ago, which plan was to swing
his right wing toward the rear, which in-
cluded all the forces north of half-way be-
tween Bottom Bridge and New Bridge, and
at the same time advance the left wing to-
wards James River opening communication
with the gunboats.

The attack of the enemy on Thursday,
in great force, necessitated this stragetic
movement, and in changing his base, of
course White House Landing was aban-
doned,

AU the sick, wounded, ordnance stores,
troops and property were embarked under
superintendence of Gen. Casey, and on
Monday were at Turkey Island on James
River, eight miles below Fort Darling and
fifteen miles below Richmond.

After an interruption of communication
between Gen. McOlellan and Washington
for forty-eight hours, his left wing touched
James River yesterday near Turkey Island
Bridge.

He immediately opened communication
with Commodore Rogers of the Potomac
flotilla, and through him with Washington.

The result may be that the steam trans-
ports may relieve his soldiers of the fatigue
of marching on Richmond by landing them
near the rebel capital, after the gunboats
have cleared the obstructions.
