CAN FIREMKN HE DRAFTED ?—The
extent of the exemption to which firemen
aro legally entitled is now a subject of much
general interest Firemen in the active
performance of duty, or who may have
served five years consecutively iti any reg-
ularly organized company, are, it \H well
known, exempt from jury duty. They are
also exempt from military duty except in
case of insurrection or invasum. The first
section of tho new militia law, p«a*<*l on
the 23d of April last, provides that ** such
firemen as are now exempted by law" shall
not be subject to military duty. " An act
in relation to firemen in the several cities
and villages of the Slate," passed March 18,
1848, takes the place of the previous laws.
It is very brief, and reads as follows:

*'The firemen now or hereafter to be reg-
ularly enrolled by the constituted authori-
ties of the several cities aid villages of the
State, shall be exempt during the time of
their service; and after having served five
years consecutively, shall forever there-
after be exempted from service on any
jury, and also from serving in the militia,
except in cases of insurrection or invasion."

The last clause of tho law, it may be re-
marked, is contained in all former acts on
this general subject; and it has evidently
been the intention of our legislators, from
the beginning, to have at command the
services of firemen, if necessary, in time of
war. In case of a general call to arms,
therefore, it follows that our firemen may,
in the discretion of the authorities, be class-
ed with the able-bodied militia of the State,
and be sent into actual service with the

constituting the unorganizedu reserves,
militia.

Tata Lost or TUB SonoOMicti H. II. LATHKOI\—Th« De-
troit correspondent of the Chicago Time*, gives the
following particulars of the lost* of Uo schooner ti II.
Lathrop: .

A collision, resulting from the loss of a vessel, with
her cargo of grain, took place last evening, about 9
o'clock, near Point au Pelee Passage, and «ome five
mile* to the westward of the light. Tho particulars,
as we received them, are a* follows : The bark William
iHurges and schooner 8. H. Lathrop, both grain-load-
ed, passed this port on the morning of the day of the
disaster, and at an early hour, in company with a large
flret of vestselH, also bound down. Ou arriving at Lake
Krle, the wind belug easterly, they necessarily were
compelled to beat along down toward the Passage,
and, when in the locality above .indicated, they came
together while on opposite tacks, resulting in sinking
the Lathrop iti about seven fat boms of water. The
bark struck the ve*»el somewhere about amidships,
and at the time was moving rapidly along under a
large press of canvass. The latter lost her jib-boom,
bowsprit and head-gear, which id about the extent of
damage she sustained. 8he has been towed back as
far a* Maiden for repairs. The crew of the lost vessel
came up this morning on the propeller Racine, having
lost everything belonging to them. The Latlmip was
owned by Thomas **. afott, of Oswego, N. T. Wo learn
nothing as regards any blame being attached on either
hand, as those uow here cautiously evade every and
any Inquiries made.

Loau ov THI £CUOOHKR ST. MIROARKT.—The schooner
St. Margaret, of 8ault Ste. Marie, Captain and owner
Westby on board, being laden with staves at Detroit
and New Glasgow, Aldboro', and bound for Prescott,
sprung a leak early Thursday morning, eighteen miles
from Port Stanley, became unmanageable and water-
logged.

The current report that high officers have
been summoned hereby the President, that
they might give their opinions respecting
the confiscation act, and take their choice
whether to obey it or resign, is simply
absurd and sufficiently contradicted by the
fact that the order settling the question
was published before the arrival of Gen.
Halleck and staff, or of Gen. Burnside.

A SCOUTING PARTY IN AMBUSH.

A scouting party oi Indiana Cavalry are
reported at Fredencksburgh, to have fallen
into an ambuscade, a few miles from that
place, and only 10 out of 70 have come
back to camp.

OPERATIONS OF GEN. HATCH.

Forty men of Gen. Hatch's are reported
to have been captured by the enemy at
Orange Court House, where they were
foraging in a potato field.

The statement thatJGen. Hatch had enter-
ed Gordonsville and Charlottsville, was
founded upon the supposition that he had
obeyed his orders, a supposition entertain-
tained by his superiors, both at Washington
aud here. There being no telegraphic
communication beyond the Rapidan, the
facts could not positively be known until
his return He is much censured for dis-
obedience of orders, and is here to give HD
account of his doings.

The rebels, in force, now hold the Rail-
road from Gordonsville to Staunton.

DISMISSED FKOM SERVICE.

The Navy Department has dismissed
Prof. Win. R. Hopkins, Asssistant Profes-
sor of Natural and Experimental Philoso-
phy at the Annapolis Naval Academy.
The gentleman brought charges of disloyal-
ty against those connected with the institu-
tion, and they refused to give testimony
to substantiate them.

FKOM THE AUAIV OF THE POTOMAC.

A lettt r from McClellan's army to the
Tijnes, dated July 2C>, says:

Two deserters from the 6th Virginia cav-
alry came into camp yesterday. From
them we learn that the main force of the
rebel army is located on the bluff near Old
Tavern, on Trent Hill, and on the opposite
sidu of tt.e Chickahoiuiny, on Gaines'
Hill. .

They estimate the rebel force about
Richmond, including the troops Beauregard
brought from the West, at 1UO,OOO men.

The rebels do not anticipate any demon-
strations from us on this side of the James
River, but are making preparations to re-
sist any attack that may be made upon
Petersburg!) or Richmond from the South
side of the river.

Ten
men killed and missing on our side. The
enemy's loss the same.
From the Columbia, S. O., Guardian, of the 16th.

Major-General Mngruder and staff arrived
in this city yesterday. We are informed
that he is on his way to East lennessee,
his presence being needed there at the
present juncture of affairs.

The Richmond Examiner recommend
the hanging of any of our paroled men who
may be re-captured.

The Enquirer still claims the taking of
nine thousand prisoners in late battles.

It is said Jackson has gone up the Valley
with a strong force, say 70,000 men, and
that he will proceed to eat up Pope.

As he was unjustly taken on
neutral ground, and as Morocco was too
weak to demand his surrender, it is bu
proper that our government should refuse
to exchange at least one of the Generals
now held as prisoners until Lincoln and bis
myrmidons consent that justice be done.

Gen. Scofield has issued a general order
for the immediate organization of all the
militia in Missouri, lor the purpose of ex-
terminating the guerrillas that infest the
State, Every able-bodied man able to bear
arms, and subject to military duty, is or-
dered to repair without delay to the nearest
military post, and to report there lor duty

to the commanding officer. Every man I
must bring whatever arms he can procure,
and those who have no arms will be sup-
plied by the Ordnance Department as quick
ly as possible. All arms and ammunition
of whatsoever kind, not in the hands of the
loyal militia, will be taken possession of for
the public benefit.

Six days after the date of this order are
allowed every man fit for duty, to report to
the commanding officer of the nearest mili-
tary post, and be enrolled.

All persons so enrolled, will be regarded
as belonging to the militia of the State un-
til further orders.

The commanding officer of the post is
authorized to grant furloughs to such men
of this militia force as cannot be absent
from their business without serious detri-
ment, or such as are not needed for present
service. Such leave of absence will in no
case bo for a longer time than ten days,
and may be revoked at any time, at the dis-
cretion of the officer granting them.

The militia thus organized will be gov-
erned by the articles of war, and will be
subject to the orders of the officers of the
U. S. troops, or of the Missouri militia, reg-
ularly mustered into the service, and may
be assigned to their command.
