The clerk owed the cashier two cents. The
cashier owed the boy two cents. One day
the boy having a cent in his pocket was
disposed to diminish his outstanding h>
debtcdness, and paid the clerk, to wliom
he was indebted three cants, one cent on
account. The clerk, animated by so lauda-
ble an example, paid one cent to the cash-
ier, to whom he was indebted two cents.
The cashier, who owed the boy two cents,
paid him one. And now, the boy having
a^ain his cent in hand, paid another third
ot his debt to the clerk. The clerk, with
the said really * current' cent squared with
tho cashier. The cashier instantly paid the
boy in full. And now the lad, with tho
cent again in his hand, paid the third and
last instalment of his debt of three cents.
Thus were the parties square all round, and
all their accounts adjusted.1' This is a
clear illustration of tho curious way in
which money goes and comes, and teaches
the wisdom ot paying one's debts at the
earliest practicable moment.

at cash prices. Tho progress made up to
this time is very gratifying to the friends
of our enterprise. One year ago very few,
except those of us who intimately knew of
its merits, had confidence in our success or
deemed our undertaking feasible or likely
to be accomplished in many years.

Now its merits and advantages are ap*
predated and admitted on all sides
throughout the Slate, and thousands of
those who opposed MS or were indifferent
have become our firm friends, and our road
has justly taken rank among the most im-
portant enterprises oi the day, forming a
line between the lakes and New York,
We have now, as I Wore stated, 124 miles
of our'toad completed, doing a local but
increasing business already fur beyond our
anticipations* The eastern portion of our

which X feel with the utmost confidence
when completed, with its comparatively
small cost, and great advantages for trans-
acting local and through traffic, will prove
one ol tho most profitable investment* of
the dCayouatifylug our early anticipation*
that its income will be more than sufficient
to pay dividends thai will meet the inter-
est on the town bonds and all other means
advanced for its construction.

A LEGAI, ANECDOTE.—Some years ago
Mr. Childs, late deputy of Collector Bailey
(at that time residing in Concord,N. II.,) had
made a contract with the Penobscot and
Kcnebeck Railroad to build a number of
bridges in Maine for that road.. In dis-
charge of his part of the contract he had
made large expenditures and engagements,
and had several bridges in process of con-
struction, when the Railroad Corporation
found it necessary to suspend work, and,
unfortunately for Mr. Childs, also found it-
self unable to pay, and the Directors could
not agree with him upon the value of his
services. Mr. Childs found himself exceed-
ingly embarrassed, and had finally to resort
to a suit at law, which was brought in
Portland. Mr. C. T. Itussell of Boston and
Judge Hoar (now Attorney-General) were
the leading ounsel for Childs, and Mr. H.
W. Paine of Boston and L. M. Morrill (now
U. S. Senator) were in defense. Judge
Curtis was on the bench. As the case was
ftill of complications and computations,
several days were occupied, and many ex-
perts examined before the jury. In his
charge, Judge Curtis sought to caution the
jury against giving too great weight to the
opinions of witnesses, however expert, as
opposed to the actual data furnished in the
case. In his charge the Judge pronounced
the first vowel in data more broadly than
Maine backwoodsmen were accustomed to
hearing it. The jury retired, and the Court
adjourned for dinner. On reassembling
some hours after, the jury were still out.
Lawyers, as is usual in such cases* were
gathered in knots in the bar. Judge' Cur-
tis was impatient, because he wanted to re-
turn to Boston on the evening train, and
Mr. Hoar wTas chagrined at thought of a
disagreement. Mr. Paine came up to him
and said: "Judge, what is the matter with
your jury V* Hoar looked oyer his specta-
cles and said in a very benignant way:—
"Oh, the jury is all right; tho marshal
says they have found a verdict for Childs,
but they are cut now hunting 'arter Curtis'a
darter,' to bring toer in." Upon this the
laugh was loud enough to reach the cars
of OovU. Judge Cujti* took the joke and
really laughed, sent for the jury, gave them
some additional instructions, and in a few
minutes they returned with a verdict for
Childs of some $35,000, as I now remember
it But it was of no use. The Corpora-
tion had so plastered its road-bed and run-
ning material with mortgages that Mr.
Childs realized nothing.
