PRESIDENT LINCOLN'S WIFE.

Her Enormous Baggage and Her Pan-
eled Sickness.

• • * •

A letter from Springfield, 111., to the
Chicago News says: Mrs. Lincoln came to
Hprin^field on Nov. 3, 1880, and has since
made her home at the residence of the
Hon. Ninian Edwards, whose wife is her
sister, where she haa been tenderly cared
for. The most noticeable feature con-
nected with her arrival was the extraor-
dinary amount of baggage which#she
brought with her. This consisted of sixty
trunks, which, according to the railroad
officials, weighed about 8,000 pounds. In
these trunks is contained a remarkable
collection of ordinary possessions of the
most miscellaneous character, comprising
almost everything in the shape of cloth-
ing, trinkets, etc., that she has accumu-
lated since childhood, all of which she
treasures with zealous care.

Since coming to Spriugfield it has been
Mrs. Lincoln's pleasure to consider her-
self hopelessly ill—a confirmed invalid,
without the slightest chance of recovery.
About a month after her arrival she shut
herself up in her room, professing to be
unable even to go down stairs. And
there slje remained persistently from last
Christmas until Wednesday of this week.
Her most frequent expressions were that
she was "on fire,'1 and that she felt as
though she was being "cut to pieces by
knives." Her greatest gratification was
to read the newspaper statements that she
was lying at the point of denth. These
were carefully collected for her, and she
seemed to desire that the news should be
circulated as widely as possible. Mrs. Lin-
coln often spent the morning looking
through her collection of trunks, occa-
sionally fishing out some dilapidated gar-
ment und mending it carefully.

In the afternoon it has been Mrs. Lin-
coln's habit to darken her room as much
us possible. She has declined to use gas

carry on the; work. The Park is really
a city in a grove, containing many large
cottages, multitudes of more modest
ones, and a small forest of tents.

ttow Careful Farming Pays*
A. Z. Kingsley of Hamilton, has raised

this season and cut and cured from two
and one-half acres of land, ten tons of
good timothy hay, twenty-one horse
wagon loads beside part of a load of
scatterings. lie also sold two loads and
they weighed 1,050, and the other 1.170
pounds. From these I have estimat-
ed the others at only half a ton apiece.

When he bought this land ten or twelve
years ago, it was a boggy swamp, the
whole piece being divided by a stream,
and on the whole two or three cows pick-
ed a poor living in the summer. It was
covered with bogs of wild grass, skunk
cabbage, bushes and alders in abundance.
It was rough and full of sink holes of
mud and clay and muck. It did not seem
to me that it could ever be made to pro-
duco a full crop of anything.

But Mr. Kingsley is a skillful farmer
and the best plowman I ever knew. He
took it in hand with a choice steel plow,
and first plowed his two and one-half
acres on the south side of the stream, cut-
ting straight through bush, bog, skunk
cabbage and everything. lie ground his
point and coulter every day. For three
years he kept it under the plow, harrow
and hoe. One fall he seeded it without
a grajn crop. I sowed the timothy seed
for him, and clover was put in, in the
spring. The ground was as fine and mel-
low as a garden.

The first year he had a light crop of
fine grass but he has taken six heavy
crops of hay from it. Last . year he
mowed it twice, but some years it has
been heavier than this. I helped him
*i;et up the hay, except a little that grew
close to the stream, it was all as good
timothy hay as I ever saw grown upon
upland. Mr. Kingsley is a plain practi-
cal man, now past three score and ten,
but vigorous and strong. lie has spent
his useful life in plowing, mowing and
speaking the truth, and ever since I have
known him in doubling the crops on all
the Land he has had to do with.

When I travel about I see those hills
and valleys with an alleged hay crop,
much of it half white daisies, I am con-
fident it comes by poor farming and will
continue as it is until the land is thor-
oughly tilled. I am glad to make this
statement as an example for others. The
same can be done with ten, twenty, fifty,
or a hundred acres right about us. I state
positively that the farms and other lands
in the town of Hamilton don't produce
any more than half what they would with
thorough farming.

Notes.

Beet sugar is suggested by some of the
English landlords as an industry well cal-
culated for the English farmers, now that
so serious a depression exists there in
other branches of agriculture.

G. De Crombeque of France is the pro-
prietor of a farm containing G86 acres,
which annually fattens 400 herd of beeves,
worth $G8,000, produces 9,G25 bushels of
wheat and 0,000 tons of beets, besides a
great variety of hops. The average of
wheat is stated at forty-six bushels per
acre. The yield of sugar beets is estima-
ted at twenty-four tons per acre. Four
or five thousand tons of manure are saved
upon the farm. Artificial manure is also
manufactured from refuse matter upon
the place. The yearly produce of sugar
is 900 tons.

PUSHING AHEAD.

The new section of the New York,
Chicago and St. Louis railroad between
Chicago and Buffalo is progressing rapid-
ly. Fifty miles of track are already laid.
