That which is quickly formed
quickly perishes, and the carlier complete
(lcVC]OplllClll is reached the sooner bodily
decay ensucs, More women reach old aygu
than men Lud more men attain reinarkable
longevity than women, Some animals
grow to be very old. ¥lormed animals
itve shorter lives than those without
horns, fieree longer than timid, and mn-
phibious longer than those which inhabit
the air, The voracions pike exists, it is
said, for an age of 150 years; the turtle
is good for 100 years or more, and among
birds the golden cagle is known to have
lived nearly 200 years, while the sly and
sombre crow reaches the venerable age of
n eeniury. Passing up in the scale of
life to man, and skipping the patriarchs,
we find many recorded instances of lon-
gevity among the classic Greeks and

Romans. Pliny notes that in the reign
of the Emperor Vespasian, in the
year seventy-six, there were 124

men living 1n the linited area between
tlic Appenines and the Po of 100 and up-
ward, three of whowm were 149 and four
over 135.  Cicero’s wife lived to the age
of 106, and the Roman actress, Luceja,
played in publie as late as hier 112th year.
Cowing down to more reeent times, the
most notable authentic instance of great
age is that of Henry Jenkins, of York-
shire, England, who died in 1650, 169
years old. lle wasn fisherman, aud st the
age of 100 easily swam aeross rapid rivers.

~ Tlow Condensed Milk Is Made,

The manufacture of condensed wilk is
{hws deseribed in the Seientific Awacrican:
When 1he milk is bronght into the fac-
tory it is earefully sirained, placed in
cans or pails, which are put into a tank
of water Kept hiot by steam coils,  When
hot it is transfevred to rrer steam
heated open vessels and quickly bronght
to n bod,  This preliminary Leating and
boiling has for its object the expulsion of
the grasses of the milk, which would eanse
it to foam in {he vacuum pin, and, also
to aded to the keeping quality of the milk
Ly destroyintz the mold perms. A see-
ond straining follows, after wlich the
milk is transferred to a vacuum pan,
where, af a temperature bhelow 160 degrees
Fraber. it hoils aud is rapidly coneentirated
to any degree desired.  The vacuum
pan employed is a close vessel of copper,
crge-shaped, about six feet high and fonr
and one-hatf feet in diameter, It is heat-
ed by steamn coils within and by a steam
Jacket without—inclosing the lower por-
tion. In onc side of the dome is a small
window through which gas illuminates
the interior, while en the opposite side
18 an eye-glass through which the con-
tition of the contents may Dbe ob-
served. The pau is alo provided
with 8 vacuum gnuge awd test sticks,
Much of the milk nsedd in  cities is
simply coneentrated without any addition
of sugZar. The process of concentration i«
continued i the vaenum pan until onc
gallon of the milk has been reduced fo a
fittle less than o quarter—one. volume of
condensed milk corresponding 1o about
four and three-tenths volumes of milk,
Condensed milk inteuded to be preserved
for any length of time has an :u]lditiun of
purc canc sugar made to it duving the
boiling, and is namally put up in sealed
pans,  This sngaved or ““preserved milk,
when property jvepared, will keep for
many vears, _

Germany’s Book Market.

As all the world knows, Leipsic is tlhie
great hook market of Germany, T retains
its supremacy by the most complete or-
ganization the trade has ever seen,  In-
fuenecs aveat work, however, which, the
London Bonkscller thinks will break up,

cventually, this  orgauization,  and
introduce the Engiish and  Freneh
trade  svstem.  The - system,  de-

signed originally te henclit the prov-
ineial retailer, hag now beconie his op-

ressor,  “Every German hookseller of
nnportance, he he purchaser or retailer,
is represcoted at Leipsic by an agent, Of
the lareer agenis there ave about 30,50me
of whom have over H00 clicnts. The
agents keep the stock of their publisher
clients, colicct and trananit the orders of
the retailers, and settie the acconntsof the
trade by a system analogus to that which
obtains in the London bunk  eleartug
howse.  Formerviy by fur the greater
part of the whole German book trade
was iransacted in s way, the Leipsic
arent being the comnecting link hetween,
sy, the Stuttgat publisher and the Bres-
lau retailer, and enubling the one to cup-
ply the other at a minnoum of cast and
time, 8o things went on untit the wreat
cheapening of postal commumication and
of tranaport in gencr:d which the last
fiftech years have brought about. Then
sprung up a class ealled “'Leip<ic nu-
(]I::rscllcrs,"' whio are not without kindred
in this country. Theyv h:ul the stock of
the whole Genuan frade at their clbow,
and the provineial customer can huy more
cheaply through them than through the
local dealer. The bulk of the trade is in
Leipsie, and cverythin:s that «trengihens
the trade organizition improves the facil-
ities of the ‘*tandersellers,” who can
xcarcely be rooted oul withont vadical
change in the present trade organization.
