WASHINGTON NEWS,
WASHINGTON*, D. C , August 5.—The

president is getting ready a flood of
nominations for the senate. A long ex-
ecutive session will be necessary before
adjournment.

Secretary Chandler has issued a circu-
lar inviting plans for the construction of
two cruisers, piovided for in the naval
appropriation bill, to be submitted within
sixty days after August '20th. All neces-
sary information will be furnished by the
secretary upon application.- .

The weight of opinion to-day is that
congress will adjourn to-morrow, but not
a few insist that the session will be ex-
tended several day.s by the revenue bill.

Reports from a few members heard
from since their arrival home show a pop-
ular demand for action on the bill. A
majority of republican senators th^nk it
unwise t» adjourn without action. The
fact that the House is without a quorum
shows that the only action which can be
hud on the bill is for the Senate to recede
from the amendments already aboptetl
and pass the bill as it came from the
House. This the democrats will oppose
holding that the bill gives no re-
lief to the masses, and will combine to
offer amendments. As there is no * 'pre-
vious question" in the Senate the repub-
licans will have great difficulty in
in farcing a vote. In all probability the
matter will go over without action as all
the appropriation bills ha\c been passed
and an end will be made of the' session
to-morrow.

Should congress adjourn to-morrow it
will have been a session of two hundred
and forty-live days, the longest continu-
ous session except one for many years.

Aside from the general appropriation
bills, which exceed tlios;; of last year by
upwards of seventy-live millions, the
present session has passed an apportion-
ment bill giving the house ;j%25 members
after March 4, 1883; polygamy bill, Utah
commission, (Chinese bill, which like the
river and harbor bill wus passed over veto;
tariff commission bill; re-established the
Alabama claims commission; extended
National Bank charters; amended the
laws regulating the carriage of passengers
by sea aud regarding immigration and
passed the knit goods bill.

The army and navy appropriation acts
contain much of general legislation reor-
ganizing those branches of service.
There has been a libcial investment of
surplus revenue in public buildings in all
paits ofv the country. Each hnu.ch of
congress had a sensational investigation,
starting with the whiskey ring in the sen-
ate and the JYni-Chili-Shiphcrd ullair iu
the house. Aside from pensions the
number of private bills passed is remark-
ably small. It is a general remark that
it has been a bad year for lobby. There
was an absence of jobs in view of ii pleth-
oric treasury and is one of the redeeming
features of the session just ending.

Since the first meeting of the present,
congress the senate has had three presid-
ing officers, Republican, Democrat, and
Independent, without u change in other
officials . i .

<-KAlN SFIXI LATIONS

Chicago Buyer* Walling to Ascertain
tlif Quality ol Spring Wlteut.

Cinc\«;o, August .*».—The wheat re
eeipts for this week show '275,000 bush-
els less than the shipments. This, in
conncUion with adverse harvest weather,
IcH êns the disposition of the beats to sell
short; but the buying is small, operators
on that side not being disposed to take
large lines until spring wheat is harvest-
ed aud its quality understood. They do
not wish to buy an article of
uncertain quality, which is now
the cane with regular wheat. As under
the rules of the board of trade,cither .No.
2 spring or No. 2 red can bo deliveied on
contracts for regular,should spring wheat
prove poor, sellers will decline it and red
will bring a premium. Prices are steady.
Corn opened lower, but soon advanced
three-fourths under a strong shipping
and speculative demand. Oats were
active and options for September were
on© cent higher. The advance is due to
bad weather, which restricts harvesting
and threashing. Pork opened ten cents
lower, but, under a fair shipping and ac-
tive speculative demand, advanced
twenty-live cents. Lard is quiet.

Rolllug Mill Striker*

McKi:i;si»oin\ Pa., Aug. 5,—The roll-
ing mill strike is a failure. There was no
demonstration against non-union men this
morning, Messrs. J . F. Flagler, ,1. B.
Converse and E. C. Converse escort ing the
men to and from the National rolling
mill. The mayor posted the riot act about
the town to-day. Both the citizens and
the company are determined to protect
any man who goes to work. The mill i.s
now running with an increased force of
non-union men, and more arc expected on
Monday. The striker* talk threateningly,
but do nothing.

AFFAIRS IN EGYPT,

Sir <;nrnct Wol*elev Predtet* a Sliorl

ALKXANDHIA, August 5.—The "British
forces at Hamieh will he commanded by
Major-Uonenil (Jrahain. No news from
the front had been received up to 0
o'clock this morning.,

SirClarnct Wolselcy predicts that Arabi
Pallia aud hifl following will be subdued
and (juiet restored in Efjypt by September.

POUT SAID, August 5.—The iron-clad
Monarch arrived at this port to-day.

LONDON, August 5.— The Timex to-day,
commenting on the action of the porte iu
withholding its proclamation declaring
Arabi a rebel until Arabics attitude is
made known after the landing of Turk-
ish troops, declares it impossible for
England to permit the landing of Turk-
ish troops under these circumstances, and
regaids the porte\s claim to draw un the
Egyptian revenue as preposterous in the
extreme.

ALEXANDRIA, August 5 . — A train
mounted with Nordenfelt nine-pounders
and i'orty-pounders penetrated to Ma-
ta1!a Junction yesterday aitcrnoon. The
Egyptians appeared in force, and a sharp
engagement ensued, resulting in t he de-
feat of the Egyptians with a heavy loss
in. killed and wounded. A number of
prisoners. The battle lasted till sunset.
The British loss is slight.

LONDON, August 0.—Details of the
fight at Matalla Juncton yesterday after-
noon have been received by the war of-
fice, and show that the British troops
lost three killed and twenty-seven wound-
ed. General Alison reports that the
reconnoissance was a complete success,
as it discovered what force and what
guns the enemy had in front of the
main position, at the same time allowing
the British troops to repair the track.

AM-:XAM)1UA, Aug. 0,—Another armed
train mounted with Nordenfeldtjninc-
pound and forty-pound guns, carrying
about 1,200 marines^procceded to Slatal-
la Junction this morning, but met. with
i:o opposition. At Matalla Junction
about 1500 marines were deployed as skir-
mishers to feel for the enemy, but after
advancing beyond the enemy's advanced
posts of last evening and first line of en-
trenchments, and finding them deserted
the troops ivturned.

It is generally believed that Arabics
troops were in force ju*< beyond the sec-
ond line of entrenchments at Kafhr-cl-
Ihvar, and the object of their silence was
to draw the British troops out from the
armoied train in the hope of making .a
detour in their rear and capturing them.
The British troops, however, proceeded
cautiously, and the advance was not
pushed to any considerable distance.

LONDON, Auguat 7.:—Tin; government
lias instructed Lord Duflerin, the British
ambassador at Constantinople to present
an ultimatum to the Porte demanding
that the Sultan at once declare Arabi
Path a rebel and accept the English pro-
posals for joint action in Egypt, and in
event ol the Porte failing to comply,
Lord DulTcrin will be recalled and the
leading ot Turkish troops in Eg\ \n would
be opposed by the English.

The porte requested delay for consider-
ation of the demand. L«id DufVerin tel-
egraphed to the foreign oiiice here for
further instructions.

It is believed the government will not
consent to any further delay.
