BIGGEST THINGS ON EARTH.

A Short Account of Some of the Won-
ders of the World—Marvel* of Nature
—Stupendous Works that have been
Accomplished by men.

The highest range of mountains is the
Himalayas, the mean elevation being es-
timated at from 10,000 to 18,000 feet.

The loftiest mountain is Mount Everest
or C4uarisanker of the Himalaya range,
having an elevation of 29,002 feet above
the sea level.

The largest city in the world is Lon-
don. Its population numbers 3,020,871
souls. Now York, with a population «f
about 1,250,000, comes fifth in the list of
great cities. ,

The* largest theatre is the new Opera
House in Paris. It covers nearly three
acres of ground. Its cubic mass is 4,287,-
000,... It^cost about 100,000,000 francs.

in three languages, but at a wedding in
Cleveland, Ohio, one day last week, the
Justice performed the ceremony in Eng-
lish and German, the bride responded in
Bohemian, and the groom answered in
German.

A curiosity in the shape of a vast army
of small toads was seen at Linkville, Ore-
gon, last month. They were migrating
up Klamath River, and were so numerous
that on large areas it was impossible for a
person to walk without stepping on them.

August 4, 1832, eleven school-boys in
Genesco walked to Niagara Falls, and
agreed to meet there again, if living, in
fifty years. This month seven of them
kept their promise, coining with their
wives and children. And Niagara roared
as it tumbled to the racket.

London's latest is a burying ground for
pet birds and animals. A company has
been formed, called the "Zoological Nec-
ropolis Company, limited." It will erect
a tomb and reception room for defunct
household favorites, and will set forth
their virtues upon neat marble tablets.

The loftiest active volcano is Popocate-
petl — "smoking mountain" — 35 miles
south-west ot Pcubla, Mexico. It is 17,-
781 foot above the sea level, and has a
crater throe miles in circumference and
1,000 foot deep.

The largest Island in the world, which
is also regarded as a continent, is Aus-
tralia. It is 2,500 miles in length from
cast to west, and measures 1,1)50 miles
from north to south. Its area is 2,984,-
287 square miles.

The longest span of wire in the world
is used for a telegraph in India over the
river Kislnah, between Bczorah and Sec-
taimgmm. It is more than C,000 feet long,
and is stretched between two hills, each
of which is 1,200 feet high.

The largest ship in the world is the
Great Eastern. She is 080 feet long, 83
feel broad and GO feet deep, 22,927 tons
I)uilder,s, 18,015 grtss and 13,344 net
register. She was built at Millwall, on
the Thames, and was launched January
31, 1857.;

The largest university is Oxford, in
England, in the city of the same name,
fifty-live miles from London. It consists
of twenty-one colleges and live halls. Ox-
ford was a seat of learning as early as the
time of Edward the Confessor. Univer-
sity college claims to have been founded
by Alfred.

The most oxtensive park is Deer Park,
in the environs of Copenhagen, in Den-
mark. The inclosurc contains about 4,-
200 acres and is divided by a small river.
The largest pleasure ground in America,
and one of the largest iu the world, is
Fairmont Park, Philadelphia, which con-
tains 2,010 acres.

The highest monolith is the obelisli at
Ivarnak, in Egypt. Karnak is on the east
bank of the Nile, near Luxor, and occu-
pies a part of tho site of ancient Thebes.
The obelisk is asciibed to Ilatasu, sister
of Pharaoh Thothmes III., who reigned
about 1000 B. C. Its whole length is 122.
feet, its weight 400 tons. Its height,
without pedestal, is 108 feet 10 inches.

The biggest cavern is Mammoth Cave,
in Edmuuson county, Ky. It is near
Green river, six miles from Capo City and
twenty-eight miles from Bowling Green.
The cave consists cf asuoccssion of irreg-
ular chambers, some of which arc large,
situated ou different levels. Some of
these are traversed by navigable branches
of the subterranean Echo river. Blind
fish are found iu tho waters.

The longest tunnel in the world is that
of St. Gothard, on tiio line of railroad
between Lucerne and Molau. The summit
of tho tunnel is 980 foot below the sur-
face of Andermatt, and G,000 foot be-
neath the peak of Kcstlchorn, of the St.
Gothard group. The tunnel is 27^ feet
wide, and 19 feet 16 inches from the floor
to the crown of the arched roof. It is
9i miles long, 1-| miles longer than the
Mount Ceuis tunnel.

The biggest trees in tlic world arc the
mammoth trees of California. One of the
grove in Tularc county, according to
measurement made by members of the
State Geological Survey, was shown to be
270 feet high and 109 feet in circumfer-
ence at base, and 70 feet at a point 12
Toot above the ground. Some of tho
trees arc 370 feet high and 34 feet in
diameter. Sonic of tho largest that have
been felled indicate an ago of from 2,00Q
lo 2,500 years.

Tho largest inland sea is tho Caspian,
lying between Europe and Asia. Its
greatest length is 700 miles, its greatest
breadth 270 miles, area* 180,000 square
miles. Great Salt Lake, ni Utah, which
may be properly termed an inland sea, is
about 90 miles long and has a varying
breadth of from 20 to 35 miles. Its sur-
face is 4,200 foot above the level of tho
sea, whereas tho surface of the Caspian is
84 feet below the ocean loyel.

The largest empire in tho world is that
of Groat Britain, and comprising 8,557,-
(>59 square miles, more than a sixth part
of tho laud of the globe; and embracing
under its rule nearly a sixth part of the
population of the world. In territorial
extent the United States ranks third,con-
taining 3,580,242 square miles, including
Alaska; in population it ronks fourth
with its 50,000,000 ot people. Russia
ranks second, having 8,352,940 square
miles, .

Tho largest library is the Bibhothiquo
National, in Paris, founded by Louis
XIV. It contains 1,400,000 volumes,
300,000 pain plots, 175,000 manuscripts,
300,000 maps and charts aud 150,000
coins and medals. The collection of en-
gravings exceeds 1,300,000, coutamed in
some 10,000 volumes. The portraits num-
bers about 100,000. The building which
contains those treasures is situated on the
rue kichcliou. Its length is 510 feet, its
breadth 130 feet.

The largest bell iii the world is the
great bell of Moscow at tho foot of the
Kremlin. Its circumference at the bot-
tom is nearly 08 feet, and its height more
than 21 feet. In its stoutest part it ia 23
inches thick, and its weight has been
computed lo be 443,772 pounds. It has
never been hung; and was probably cast
on the npot where ic now stands. A piece
of the boll is broken off. The fracture is
supposed to have been occasioned by
water having been thrown upon it when
heated by the building erected over it
being on tire. .-.•...

The powder leaked,
fell in front of the locked wheel and was
ignited by the friction as the wheel pass-
ed over it. The wagon load exploded,
killing tho men, the mules and tearing
up and crushing the rocks and earth, by
tho roadside as if an earthquake had got
hold of them.

To be "clear-headed" is usually regard-
ed as very desirable, but there is a clear-
headed child in Cincinnati whose parents
would be glad to have him otherwise.
His head is so clear that the light of a
coal oil lamp gleams through it as if there
was nothing between it and the eye but a
thiu membrane.

Some time# since a curious freak of
nature is reported to have occurred on the
farm of Robert Jackson, about six miles
^cst of Middlevillc, Barry County, Mich*
In a corner of one of his fields, where
there had never been any appearance of
water, and where the land ia high and
dry, there suddenly burst forth a stream
of water about the size of a man's body.
A large oak tree which stood in close
proximity was forced out and now lies
prostrated upon the ground. The water
is highly charged with sulphur, and the
odor of the same can be noticed for a con-
siderable distance from the spring.
