While it is ture that bis remarks
were called forth by his observa ion. of
the fact the tendency to overwork is in
the United States more marked than
eteswhere, it will, we think, be readily
conceded that the same tendency, if in
a lesser degree, is becoming more and
more apparent throughout the civilized
world. The pitiable condition general-
ly of tbe world's drongs naturally pro-
yokes disgust, and it is not surprieiop
that from tbU dUgast should spring a
corresponding reverence for work.
Work has been gradually elevated from
a curse to be a« privilege aud a virtue,
We do Wot want to disparage work, it is
an estimable thing io ̂  its
place, and* perhaps there are
more people • who love work
too little, than there are who love it too
much.,. Bat after all, the gospel of re
taxation to not oppo3ed to the gospel of
work; what we want to preach to the
slaves of work is the dignity of free
labor, and that men mey w.irk without
being the slaves of work.
