A Tax Upon Bachelors.
The news reaches ua by way of Eng-

land that a law has been passed by th*
parliament ol Argentina patting a tax
on eelibacy.

Every unmarried male between tbe
age* of 90 and 80 years falls under tbe
provisions of the law. He most pay tc
tbe state a monthly tax, the amount oi
which is determined by circumstance*
over .which be may er may not bave
control In ~ partfcularry heinous in-
stances of single blessedness the mulct
is heavy.
