The deputy assi»u&i tmawirer Of

bis Ufe, although hs had heard of sev-
sraL Very rarely they have slipped
through ths bureau of engraving and
printing despite a careful scrutiny by
thres or four sets of inspectors. In
most cases they have been national
banknotes, which, like regular treasury
notes, are printed at the bnreaa In
Washington. The face value always
Is recognised when the freaks come to
be cashed In at any branch of the
treasury« a w * the Imprint on the back
has no lawful status whatever.

"The notes are printed in sheets at
ths bureau," said the official. "Usual-
ly fhWwiirBS' 6 B * fwehfy and two
tens on a sheet.
