There ii&dtstinot Increase of confidence,
due largely tr> the continuing and heaty
imports of gold, which have put an end
to monetary anrflety, and also to political
events, which are closely watched.

•While It does not yet start more mills
and factor*** than are closing for want of
work, il crops out in heavy speculative
purchases of pig iron, wool and some oth-
ejt materials, by experienced men., who be-
lieve that a revival of business is not faz
off, and for the flrat time in nearly two
months a slight upward turn appears in
prices of manufactured products

The gain in confidence and in willing-
ness to lend and invest gives reason to
hope that the necessary replenishment of
stocks, which cannot be long deferred,
may be liberal enough to stimulate fair
activity in trade rod industry.

Wheat had suddenly risen a week ago,
but reacted with better crop news until
Thursday; when another advance came of
1 cent, making the net decline for the
week of 1*8 oentu. Western receipts con-
sinned large, 5,315,706 bushels for the
week, against 4,450,104 last year, making
the increase since July about 12,000,000 of
53 per cent. Atlantio exports are also
large. Flour inoluded, 2,032,968 bushelfl
against 11.S15,645 last year, a gain of
per oent. Gloomy stories find little sup
port in such returns.

Res rrom the great battlefield
of Antiet&m. 'He enlisted April 16, 1861—
within two hours after the appearance of
President Lincoln's call for 75,000 men for
three months—in Company^, First Ill-
inois artillery. He went to Cairo; served
under General Grant; re-enlisted for the
war July 16>_18GL. -was promoted Deo. l>
1561, to adjutant of the Thirteenth Ill-
inois cavalry ;• served with that regiment
and on the staff of General John W. Da-
vidson, participating in the battles with
that oomtL&ader on the march to Helana
and Little Rock, Ark. He was assigned
to command it during the Arkansas cam-
paign. In August, 1868, he assisted ln
raising the Third Arkansas cavalry of
Union white men of that state; was pro-
moted to zna;or and commanded the regi-
ment until nearly the close of the war.

On Nov. ;i, 1862, he was married to
Mary Beecher Matfcerson and today has
five children. -

He came to Nebraska, settling in Oma-
ha with his brother, the late Bishop Clark-
son, in March, 1866, and has lived in the
state for 30 j-ears. He was postmaster of
Omaha under fireiident Harrison's ad-
ministration. . - . .

Foster made a few remarks, expressing
the pleasure of the company at the visltgof
Ll Hung Chang to the capital and other
prominent cities and regretting that his
public aad argont duties made his stay w
short.

As he was about to undertake the re-
sumption of hie long journey across the
continent and over the greaYocean, the
company heartily joined in wishing him

The viceroy responded as follows:

"Though I regret that my time does
not allo_w ine to make a longer sojourn ln
thfs"counfry, as I wish, in order to appre-
ciate more fully the accomplishment and
progress of the United States of America
as a nation, I cannot help during my
brief visit here to be struck and impressed
by the liberty and freedom enjoyed by
the people; by the welfare and prosperity
in ta^ir agricultural, industrial and com-
mercial pursuits; by the characteristics
of their classical, historical, philosophical
and poetical literature; by the manner at
application of the scientific discoveries
and invention* for promoting tbe happi-
ness of mankind and their display of their
artistic taste in the architecture of the
public balldings. sculpture and paintings
of historical figures and fact*, wnich my
old friend. Hon. John W. Foster, has been
kind enough to show me.
'"These impressions I will carry home,

not only as augmentations to my store of
knowledge of the fruits of Western mod-
ern civillzatiop, but as the means of en-
lightening the millions I represent, facil-
