A small basin of hot water will fa-
cilitate tbe cutting of citron for mince-
meat or fruitcake. When the dicing
knife btcomes sticky dip H Into the
water to dissolve tbe sugar.

bend about this at short Intervals
small wirts shaped Into hooka and
fan ltd above your kitchen Ubl<\ to
hang Bacons, potato masher. epR beat-
er and otlicr light kitchen utensils
on.

1 o remove Ink stain from a carpet
mix soup cornstarch In hair a cup
buttermilk u ntil ;i thick pattc is
fonupij. Apply this tu the Ink spot.
On the second or third day moisten
this a little bit. Scape It off on the
fourth day and all tracts of the stain
•will disappear.

Whon the brrnd or cake sticks to
the pan tip the latter up to an angle
less than A5 decrees to the table und
lay a damp cloth on the bottom of It.
This cautcf* steam to arise Ingitle of
the pan The bread Is released by the
Bteam and will slip out slowly.

When milk Is scarce and dear econo-
mize by omitting it from the griddle
cakea. This will work no hardship,
for just as good, fiufTy and delicious
cakes may be made from potato, water
as from milk. Save the water after
boiling poutces and when cool mix
the cakea with it as though It were
milk.

FRUIT SURPRISE VERY GOOD
Peachet, Pears, or Plums May Be Em-

ployed, and the Result Will Be
Gratifying.

For this use a can of peaches or of
pears or of plums, chopping or crush-
ing them with the liquor, so that you
have a quart of the pulp. Put with
this a cupful of sugar It the fruit Is
sweet, two cupfuls if it is tart, one cup
of cold water, and the whites of four
egga. Do not beat the eggs. Turn in-
to a freezer and freeze until firm,
pack, and let It Btaud for an hour or
so before serving.

This dish Is excellent made ol fresh
oranges—and for this the small tart
oranges will answer—or with any
kind of soaked fried fruit or canned
fruit, berrfas or the larger fruits. Ba-
nanas are also good In It If combined
with o.ra&gea, and chopped datee and

clean, cut off the tops and scrape out
all seeds, nil with a mixture made as
follows: To two quart* of finely crop-
ped cabbage add four large onions,
about two tableapoonfuls of pepper
seed, two tablespoonfuls of salt, and
either two ccpfuls of chopped celery,
or one-half te&spoonful of celery seed.
P&ck the peppers as solidly as possi-
ble, taking care not to burst them, and
press tb« tops bade on. L*7 In Jan
or crock" and cover with hot vinegar.
To one gallon of vinegar use about
half water If the vinegar Is very
itroog, add four cups of sugar and a
teaspoonful of mixed spices; any
ipice liked extra well can be used.

They do not need seal-
ing!

Chicken and Tomato Salad.
A can of tomatoes, half a box of

gelatin, left-over chicken too small for
illclns, miks a delicious salad. Sea-
ion the tomatoes with onion, chopped
parsley, a bay leaf, a teeapoonful of
•alt, cayenne aad black pepper to
tute. Stew for half an hour, strain
through a fine sieve to leave much of
the substance, return to the store, add
the gelatin (previously soaked In a
half cup of cold water). Stir ID tbe
chicken, cut Into small cubes and
itand In a mold or ring to stiffen.
Serve on lettuce with mayonnaise.

Boiled Indian Pudding.
Warm one pint of molaases, add

four well-beaten eggs, one-half a pound
of beef suet chopped fine, one, table-
spoonful of ginger, one-half of a table-
spoonfur1'of cinnamon, one teaspoon ru I
of salt; then alternately one pint of
milk and sufficient cornmeal to mix
to a thick batter. Dip the cloth la
boll Ing wst**r. wring out and flour It;
turn the pudding In it and tie up,
leaving room for It to swell Boll
steadily for three hours and serve with
cream or a liquid sauce*

, Impounding Flood Water*.
Already It has been suypested that

the way to prevent micb disasters as
.>hio and Indiana have experienced Is
by Impounding flood waters at the
leads of streams. Hut think what sort

of lake or lakes would be created In
that low, level region tshoalil great res-
ervoirs be constructed which -would
hold guch torrential rain a as created
the havoc In those states. Then BUP-,
[>ose after such storms those reservoirs
should break." The disaster would be
creater and more widespread than
even those of last week. Another seri-
ous problem Is th«t the national pov-
erninent has DO control over the
strvams or the lands affected l.y those
floods save In the WR rivers which are

ipable. Although congress will be
flooded with bit* on the subject. It Is
not likely that effective legislation will
result.

Can The/ Agree?
A statement by the national conser-

vation flssoc-lfltlon says that If the
plans of tbe president of that associa-
tion are carried oat "Washington may
Bee the unusual spectacle of joint com-
mittees of conservationist1* and the
forces which have been fighting con-
servation calling on the government
departments and asking that certain
jK>Ucie8 be pnt In practical operation
on the main Issues of the conservation
question which have been fought so
fiercely for the last five yenrfl."

Tbi* wonld Indeed be a "spectacle.*1

It seems that tbe plan is being worked
out by a committee on forestry and
practical lumbermen as repirda for-
ests, and by others Interested in power
sites over which there has been so
much controversy.
