T u « Eci. irsi IN NORTHmn Bi'Rorr..—The
eclipse of July 28lh, as observed at Berlin, in
Prussia, is thus described by s, correspondent
of the Morning Chronicle :—

"The solar eclipse commenced at 3h. 7>^in.
I witnessed it from the exercising ground,
South of the town. The sky had been lower-
ing all day, and the heavens were clouded til)
the eclipse was nearly over. Th« day, how.
ever, was fine, with a continual breete from
the North Al 3h. 7l2m. tbeeelipse cornmenced
but il was not till 12m. after 3 that the efiect
was visible. The right sides of tbe aun was
first darkened by lh« body ofth* Qioon, from
Ibe moon advancing gradually Westward.

At )7ih. past 3 ihe sun was completely con-
cealed by the clouds, but became visible again
at 44m. past, when the greater portion of Ihe
disc »vas obsufated, having all ihe appearance
of a ercsteul, which became gradually lt>sa —
At 4lh, 10m, the eclipse reached its culmina-
tion point. The light given by the sun al this
moment was very pale, not unsimilar to moon*
light. This light had a very powerful effect
upon some persona.
