The Commissioner of Agriculture lias
just issued the third of a series of reports
on adulterations of food, drink and drugs.
This report treats of adulterations of fer-
mented alcoholic beverages, malt liquors,
wines and ciders. The chemist and
analyst by whom the report is made con-
cludes that beer is generally adulterated
with acid; poisonous and injurious to
health. Of thirty-three samples of beer
analyzed, six American beers contained
salicylic acid, of which two were bottle
beer samples of Milwaukee beer, two
from St/^ouis, one from Alexandria,
Va., andfRe from Philadelphia, which
latter was also soured. In Philadelphia
beer only were hop substitutes found. Of
beers browed in Washington one con-
tamed sulphire and one carbonate of
soda; tho latter article was also found,
in Alexandria. One foreign beer con-
tained salicylic acid. The' use of glucose
and sugar ifl malt adulterations Is con
demned as injurious to health. -The pre-
serving agents used by brewers are still
moro severely condemned as meant of
putting bad beer on the market. Wines
and ciders are also reported - to bo exten-
sively adluterated.

GOAL

HOW THE TARIFF WORKS.

Industries Which It will not rertalt to
I.I re In Baltimore.

Baltimore Special to New York Times. .
The tariff sentiment in Maryland is de-

cidedly favorable to President Cleve-
td's rcconimendations, and unusal in-

terest in coming legislation is being man-
ifeeted in the large bUsinesB associations
of the city. The Board of Trade at its
monthly meeting this -week takes strong
grounds in/avorof a revision of the tariff,
and advocates the free entry of raw ma-
terials and/rs' 'careful readjustment" of
the duty bn sugar. Baltimore at one
time had a sugar refinery buiness that
waa worth millions of dollars annually'
but the high tariff killed it. Capitalists
have neyer ceased to hope that there will
be such a reduction that they will be en-
abled to get this business bock again.
The money is. ready for the establishment
of large refineries. • '

Baltimore is the center of the canned
goods trade, and the Canned Goods Ex-
change making a determined effort jto
have the' duty upon tin taken tiff or
largely reduced . by Congress. In this
city 150,000,000 cans are made annual-
ly. • The tariff, raises the price of these
cans about $<SO,000 every year. The
Baltimore packers of canned goods say.
they are unable to compete with the
English exporters. Even the Swiss
dealers in canned milk are enabled by
the protective tariff to undersell Ameri-
can producers. The canned goods peo-
ple say there is hardly any excuse for
the tariff oh. tin, for it simply calls for
immense expenditures tflditipnal to the
$73,000,000 annually sent outof the
country for this metal and seems- to
benefit nobody. The duty would have
to be raised to three tunes its present
rate in order to enable the home manu-
facturers to compete with, the foreign
manufacturers of tin plate. None, is
now produced in America. -
