THE MURDER TRIAL

FOINf YBftTfi&DAY.

Zt Waa ia the Baling Out of Four
of Allea'a fttatemcmti — Justice
Wright Says AJl?n Waa Irrational
— The Point floorsd Waa the Dia-
orepanotafl in Mim Sevtral State
mtnte—Vot Croinf to the Jury.
WATKRTOWH, Oct. 14—Yesterday

the time of the oourt was devoted al-
most entirely to the reading of the
several statements of Allen regarding
the murders and arguments of oounsel
touohing their admissibility. The
proseoution desired all the statements
to go to the jury. The defense ob-
jected. The Watertown Standard
gives Justice Wright's ruliog as fol-
lows:

Gentlemen of the jury, from the
force of the testimony of the last wit.
ness particularly when added to that
of the preceding witnesses on the
matter of Allen's statement* I am
oonvinced that all the statements
given on April 16 were not voluntary.
The foroe ef all this testimony no
looger leaves it for the jury to deter-
mine whether or not they were vol-
untary; but requires a deoision of the
court at this time. The oonditlon
precedent to the reception of these
statements is that they must have
been freely and voluntarily made;
they must have been made willingly
and from the depths of his own free
impulses, not while under constraint
and not obtained by means of coerc-
ive oiroumstanoes iillaenoiog him to
make them. To determine wnether
or not these statements were made
freely ef his own volition wo must
oonsider first, his mental condition.
Undeniably during the period in
which these statements were made,
the defendant was in a semi-
comatose condition. His mental
aotion was sluggish, resulting from
ballet wounds, bruises and exposure.
When making these statements he
was so physically and mentally feeble
that he frequently had to stop in the
oourse of his narrative, relaxiag into
stupor and apparent sleep from which
it was necessary to arouse him some
times by words and sometimes by
force. That, briefly, was his physi-
cal and mental oonditlon and that
oonditlon must bs borne in mind
when considering the manner in
which the statements were made
There was operative upon bis mind
at tho time also the influence of the
inquiry by his oommandiog officers
and the inflaenoe of the persistent
urging of Dr. Ware, who was iu
ohargo of the hospital at the time the
defendant made a statement; Dr.
Shillook, who was in oharge at the
time the other statements were made,
and Adjutant Simpson, eaoh either
regulated, urged or oommanded the
defendant to tell what he knew about
the affair.

In order fully to understand and ap-
preciate what effect the action of
these offioers had on the mind of the
defendant at the time he made the
statements we must oonsider what
authority these offioers had over him.
Dr. Shillock, in his testimony, states
that it is the military duty of the
offioers who were in oommand at the
hospital to inquire e< a soldier how
he reoeived his wound'; that these
offioers had a right to command a
soldier to relate the oiroumstaooes
under whioh he reoeived his wound
and that in a oase like Allen's it was
his duty to answer questions put to
him by the offioers in oommand of
the hospital. Dr. Shillook testifies
that if Allen had not answer-
ed the question put to him by the
officer in oomoaand at the hospital it
would have been a oase for mllitarv
discipline. The views of Dr. Shillook
are, however, incorrect as to matters
that might tend to incriminate the
defendant. The defendant was not
obliged by military regulations to
answer any question that might tend
to incriminate him Therefore, the
statements are not admissible and
the evidenca respecting them is
ordered strioken out of the oase and
the jary directed to disregard them.

The Late Chares H fotaaam
The Stamford, Conn., Daily Advo-

cate, In noting the sudden death ia
this elty of Charles H. Qetman on
Tuesday last* has the following bi-
ographical sketch of the deoeased:

In 1888, npon the retirement from
business of the late John 8t. John,
the lumber firm—the largest ia this
section, whioh had been St. John,
Hoyt A Co., became Hoyt, Getman &
Judd. Mr. Getman, who we,s engaged
in the wholesale lumber trade at
West Troy and Glens Falls, N. T.,
severed his business connections
there and came here to take Mr. St.
John's place and interest in the Stam-
ford firm. His coming here was soon
recognized as a distinct and desirable
acquisition to Stamford business
circles and cltizanship. Mx. Getman
easily gained and firmly held the re-
spect and confidence of all who made
his acquaintance ia business or in
sooial ate. His intelligence, culture
asd integrity, allied with a sincere
suavity of manner, won him golden
opinions everywhere he was known.

In less than four years from his ad-
vent here he was elected a represent-
ative of the town in the State Lsgis-
lature, a position he filled with high
distinction and usefulness, and in
whioh his servioes in obtaining the
new city charter for Stamford are still
remembered.
