“Once and for all, let it be understood
that certain prevailing impressions as to
Spain’s relinquishment of the Ialand of
Cuba are false and are calcnlated to in-
spire false hopes and embarrass lntelli-
gent action. The government of Spain
never has and never will entertain the
thought of evacuating Cuba. At no time
has there'heen & consideration of any
step withdrawing the sovereignty of
Spain over hor West Indian colonies.

“The honor and dignity of Spain revolt
at the suggestion of the independence of
Cubs, which would alike reduce that
ielsnd to the misery of irresponsible
tule, and at the same time terminate a
Spanish authority irreparably bound up
witb the prosperity of the istand.

“For this and other reasons the reports
 that Spain is slowly yielding to a retire-
) ment from Cuba are both mischievous
(and grouadless.: No rnlers, no states-

men, Cortes of Spaln would ever con.
sider juch & humilistion. - But Spain,
always desirous of pesce and ready by
every honorable means to secnre peece,
will stand resolutely-in defence of her
ina.]ion_atbla right and her sovereignty
and her honor. And she feels confi-
dent she has with her the moral support
of the entlre civilized world.”

Great Britain Our Friend.

Deapite this imiposing statement, which
carries the authority of implied inspira-
tion from Madrid, there 1s little prospect
that 8pain will enjoy the moral support
of the Powers. Beyond doubt she has
been moving heaven and earth to gain
such support. Very ‘probably also
some of the Powers and notably
France and Germany sare willing to
give Spain the fnll benefit of their moral
suppori—especially it the gift cost the
givers nothing, but the announcement—
