N KONG, China, April 28 —
The discontent with the ruling dy-
nasty was fanned Into flame today,and
fierce fighting between loyal troops
and rioters Is reported from Canton.
Following a desperate conflict the rio-
ters managed to sack the residence of
the viceroy after which they burned
it. Admiral LI with a par by of picked
men attacked the rioters aqd man
aged to disperse them after killing
several of the leaders. The mob fled
only to later reform and renew the
contllct. The gates of the city are
nan closed and the government has
seized the telegraph offices. No news
of actual conditions Is now permitted
to be sent. j

The;revolutionists were well armed
with rifles and also had quantities of
high explosives. Government spies
had tipped off the plans, however so
that the government was able tore-
tain possession of the military and
naval depots. This greatly disheart-
ened the rebel leaders who had hoped
tc secure additional ttrms and ammu-
nition with which to topip "the re*
cruits to their ranks,
CA telegram received from the Brit-
ish Consul in Canton by Sir Frederick
Lugard,governor of Hong Kong before
the censorship was ordered, said that
the situation was grave. He asked
that all British vessels an route to
Canton be held here at least tor 24
hoursowlngtothe dangerous condi-
tions. The harbor authorities acted
promptly and announced that clear-
ance papers to all ships bound for
Canton will be withheld pending the
arrival of further advices, ,
^Discontent and anarchy have pre-
vailed In Canton tor a long time.
The soldiers are disaiftcte 1 and their
QrBcers do not dare trust them. Offi-
cers, well armed, have been stationed
at the gates of -*H of the army and
navy depots and have announced they
will shoot down any soldiers who do
not appear to be doing their duty,
