Harold St. Jolin Wilt Meet Instruc-
tor Hawfcsnaw—Fierce Fights for
Points With. 6 word. Sabre Gun
and Bayonet Will Create Much En*
thusiasm—The Contest In fhls City
<wlll be Followed by Another In
Syracuse.
Mention was made in the TIMES yes-

terday of the engagement of Harold
St. John as instructor in athletics by
the Forty-Eighth Separate company
of this city, and also that an exhibi-
tion would be given at the armory on

the evening of the 17th between Mr.
St. John and another skillful swords-
man. From the following, which is
clipped from the Syracuse Standard
this morning, some idea may be
drawn of the exhibition in ttore for
our citizens.

••Harold St. John, champion sword
and foil expert of the United States
and Canada, has made a match with
Instructor Hawkshaw, late of her
majesty's army, to take place at Os-
wego a week from Tuesday next in a
series of exciting bouts which will in-
clude contests with toils, swofds, gun
and bayonet, sword against bayonet,
bayonet against saber. Mr. St.
John's record throughout the country
is well known, and when he comes to
this city after the Oswego conflict for
his return engagement the local pub-
lic will have an opportunity to note
the wonderful strength ana activity
contained in his 170 pounds of avoir-
dupois. Mr. St. John yesterday was
in consultation with members of the
Syracuse Athletic association and
Forty-first Separate oompany. His
production will be brought off by one
organization or the other. It will be
without? doubt one of the grandest
exhibitions pf this character ever pro-
duced in Syracuse.

••A couple of weeks ago the inter-
national match between this gentle-
man and Maj. Morgan was fought at
Watertown. It included the events
mentioned and in addition thereto a
three-round bout with the gloves.
Mr. St. John was defeated with sev-
eral of 'tbeimplements of war, but
managed to obtain the championships
mentioned in the foregoing para-
graph. Ma. j . Morgan weighed in the
neighborhood of 190 pounds, and was
picked from the flower of the queen's
army to give instruction in Canada.
The battle that took place between
the men was savage in the extreme.
The sabers they used are those now
in use by the army, except that
they were blunt on both edges. In
order to judge just what manner of
conflict oceurred between the men it
is only neoessary to know Morgan's
immense saber was broken into bits
on the arm of his antagonist in resist-
ing a straight blow. Had it not been
neatly parried Mr. St. John would
now be nourishing a broken arm.
Another instance is recorded where
Maj. Morgan's gun and bayonet
caught Mr. St. John under the chin
and hurled him completely off the
platform. J n the succeeding move the
bayonet tere aside Mr. St. John's
mask and inflicted a bad wound
directly under the left eye. Had
it gone an inch higher it would have
torn the eye from the socket. The
contests are very fierce and the com.
batants have nothing to protect their
bodies except a thin leather jacket.
These few instances are given so that
the public may comprehend what
sort of contest may be expected.

••The meeting between Mr. St. John
and Instructor Hawkshaw will be
given under the auspices of the mili-
tary company in Oswego and will in-
clude several other athletic feats by
talent in that oity. The return en-
gagement will certainly be for blood,
for one or the other will be defeated
and will long for revenge.1'
