Which Breed of Poultry Eats Most 1
On September 1st, an Ohio poultry

keeper took ten pullets of each of the
breeds mentioned below, about six months
old, gave them a yard forty feet square,
with a comfortable house, and kept exact
account of eggs and feed, as follows:

Tho Dark Brahmas ate 369 qts. ol corn,
oats and wheat screenings, laid 605 eggs,
and weighed 70 lbs. The Buff Cochins
ato 40G qts., laid 591 eggs, and weighed
7a lbs. The Gra/Dorkiugs ato 309* qts.,
laid 524 eggs, and weighed 59& lbs. The
Iloudans ate 214} qts., laid 763 eg«p, and
weighed 4b} lbs. The Leghorns ato
321 1-5 qts., laid 807 eggs, and weighed
3Gi lbs.

To make* this experiment more com-
plete, and to show which lot gave tho
most prolit, including both eggs and flesh,
wo have supposed the fowls to be dressod
and sold at the end of C months at 20
cents per lb, ; also that the eggs aro worth
21 cents per do/., (two cents each,) and
that tbu cost of the feed was 2£ cent* per
quart, or 50 cents per bushel. The figures
would then bo:

A Pnuemajtta (xi'aln Tnl>e«
A Minnesota man has patented a pnue-

matic tube for the transportation of i;rain.
Tho machinery of propulsion is a fan,
worked Uy steam, revolving iu an air
chamber which consists of two double-
cones put base to base. The uxlc of the
fan is hollow. A tube'.runs through it,
perforated at the sides and bottom. ° This
tubo connects tho two pipes which cuter
the apices of the cones. Tine grain to be
transported i$ poured iuto the entrance
pipe. The revolution ot tho fan sucks it
into tho connecting tube, an4 then blows
it ahead into the main pipe. At the same
time tho fan of tho next station, twenty
miles away, bcgius to whirl. Thus the
grain is hurried forward by suction ahead
and compressed au* behind. The trouble
with tUo theory sec ma to be that the
grain cfxnnot readily pass under the influ-
once of two directly opposed currents of
air in the same tube. At some point they
must neutralize each other. Still, as the
inventor has secured a patent, j t is fair to
infer that his model works satisfactorily
so that he may have met this difficulty".
He thinks his tube may carry G,QOO bush-
els of wheat DOO miles an hour. Mail
matter enn make 40 miles more in the
flamo time. The expense of constructing
a tubo between Chicago and New York
with a carrying capacity of 40,000,000
bushels a year, is put at $4,000,000. A
charge!of twelvo cents a bushel would
pay tha c4»t of construction in a year and
lcaVe 1800,000 for operating expenses.
Amond tlio calculations it is sai^ the sav-
ing tolarbera, even when the jcoinpany
got mth remunerative rates, ^ould bo
