The Personnel of th e United States
Army.

From a report submitted to Congress
of men enlisted into the Army of the
United States from January 1, 1864, to
Decomber 81,1874, it appears that Amer-
icans, Irish and Germans compose the
bulk of our military establishment in the
order named. The report shows that the
total number of enlistments for tlie ton
years was 183,659. Of these 07,066 (or a
little more than one-half) were natives;
88,640 (over one-fifth) were of Irish
birth, and 23,127 (an eighth) were of Ger-
man birth. Less than the seventh re-
maining were divided among forty-two
countries, and of these Canada had 4,703,
England, 0,037; Scotland, 2,456; and the
Swiss republic 1,562; leaving to thirty-
nino States and other foreign countries
about 7,000, or about four per cent, of
the enlistments as to nationality for each
year covered by the statement* is about
the same as tliat for the aggregate. The
figures are interesting and establish the
fact that like tho population of tho coun
try at large, tho personnel of tho army
is decidedly composite in character.
