Iagnn as an Orator,

Gen. Logan never had either the Labits or
tho tastes of a student.  He was thoranghly
postad on war topics and political history,
but scldom reading anything except the
newscapers and poetry, of which he was very
fond. He could recite many of the plays of
Bhakespeare {rou inemory, and the poems of
Mucaulay, with their mmartial measures, were
bis favorites in verse, He wasfond of Burns,

" also, aud recited lis lines fregvently. He

was by no m-uns gu iiliterate man, for he
had a good wducation for the days in which
ke lived, anid grnduated at a Kentncky col-
lego. MHis carelessness in spocch gave him
the reputation of being a poor grammarian,
but e could bave correctod his own mann-
script if be had chosen. Mrs. Logan nlways
revised his written speoches, not because be
was not aﬁ:lo to do it, but Lrcanse Le pre-
ferred that she should. Perhups the bost
‘specimen of his oratory was an address he
delivered at the dedication of the monument
to Gon. McPherson in this city in 18.8 and
it was really a fine production. He wrota
the most of it in pencil while on his way
from Chicago to Washington on the cars,
and after lis arrival he shut hiwgelf up in
his room all night revising the manuscript,
Mrs, Logan wag not with him on this ocess
sion, and she mever saw the speech uatil it
