EXDED A BURDENED LIFE.

A 9«dly Afflicted Young Man Be*
comet Disc oaraged and Hurries In*
to the Great Future.
Tuesday afternoon Hobart Zoller,

aged 25, hanged himself in a barn on
his father's farm near Edwarsville,
about 15 nailes from Ogdensburg.
Hobart Zoller is tho son of John
Zoller, a wioll-know n farmer. Since
his birth Hpbart has been a cripple,
one side being almost totally par-
alyzed. He has always been quiet
and taciturp, and has often appeared
to be brooding over some wrong or
misfortune; perhaps hid own deform-
ity. Tuesday afternoon ho went to
the barn to do his regular work there;
light wort about the stables. Two
hours later his brother, Frank Zoller,
happened to go into the barn and no-
ticed that ( Hobart's work had not
been done. A few minutes later he
entered one of the rear stables and
was horrified to see Hobart hanging
by a rope from an upper beam. His
feet almost touched the floor and he
was stone dead.
