Oswego, August 10, 1836, the son of
the late "kiohard Oliphant, then the
publisher of the Oswego Free Press
whioh became the Oswtgo County
Whig, a weekly paper, which subse-
quently became the Oawego Daily
Times. It was located at that time
in what was known as the Phoanix
block on the corner of West First and
Seneca streets and had in connection
a large job printing establishment
owned by the elder Oliphant. 14
1861R. J . , In connection with hit
brother, the late J6hn Oliphant, pur-
chased the establishment and Riohard
J . bought out'his brother and after-
wards removed it to a new building,
nowv Butler's drug Btore on West
First street.

Some years ' ago Mr. ! Oliphant
erected the present building to
which tbe establishment was re-

I moved and which has beco me one of
the finest iob printing and litho-
graphic establishments in Northern
New York in connection with whioh
has grown up one of the finest book
stores which has ever existed in Os-
ffego. !

In addition to the book and job
printing and book bindery business
which has grown to very large pro-
portions, Mr;, Oliphant has been con-
nected with large manufacturing and
other,interests o! a very important
character which have tended to in-
crease jjnd promote the, pusiness of
bawegow Among these we may men-
tion: He was a large share holder in
the Oswugo Machine Works incorpor-
ated in 1893, the building of which
is situated in West Schuyler s treet -
one of the finest structures of the kind
in tho oity. Of that company
he was the first vice-president
a positition he held at hii
death.

who knew him.
