—A dispatch from Hamilton. Ontario,

August Oth says:—
A meeting took placo here to-day of

the marksmen who are to compose tho
Ontario team to the Centennial match,
for the purpose of electing a captain,and
to name the eight men, with two reserves,
for the team. Colonel T. C. Scoble, of
Toronto, was unanimously chosen. Tho
team is:—Capt. J . J . Mason. A. Hell, l>eo.
MuriHon, II. W, Cruit, Major J . M. (lib-
son, Lieut. James Adam, Major Cotton,
and George Disher, with George Margott*
and Captain Johnson, reserves.

—Coldnei Alfred H. Taylor, off Albany,
Assistant Adjutant-General, has receiv-
ed a circular letter from tho. (Vescont
City Rifle Club, of New Orleans, propos-
ing a rifle match, each competing; club to
shoot on its own range in the presence of
an umpire or judge, and to telegraph the
result to Iho headquarters of the New
Orleans Club, who will gi,vo the iigurea
for publication throughout the Union.
The Crescent City Club will provide tho
prizes to be shot for 'and will make all
arrangements for deciding upon the win-
ner. In the circular, Thursday, Octobei
13, is named as the day for tho match,
entries to be made- on or before Septom.
ber 20. Each team shall bo composed of
eight men and fifteen shots shall be fired
at each diatanco of 800, 000 and 1,000
yards, with no sighting shots; all the
other conditions to be the same as set
forth for rifle matches in tho ('roodmoor
regulations for 1870.

—Arrangements havo b̂ ou completed
for the short and mid-rango Centennial
matches at Creed moor which tako place
September 12th. They are as follows:—
The first match will be at 200 yards, open
to all comers; any rifle not exceeding ten
pounds weight, with throe pounds min-
imum pull of trigger, may be used in this
match; breech-loading rifles to be loaded
at the breech only. Each competitor is
to have ten shots from a standing posi-
tion, and no sighting shots will be allow-
ed. Tho second or mid-range match will
be also open to all comers; military rifles
of 50 caliber or over to be used at 500
yards, and other rifles at COO yards, but
no rifle, in either match, can exceed 10
pounds in weight nor have less than
three pounds pull of triggpr. Tho posi-
tion may be any without artiiicial rest.
The entrance fee to each match will
bo $2, and competitors may enter
for either distance. Roth these matches
will be concluded on tho first day of the
"meeting. The prizes agreed upon yester-
day for the short range match are, first
prize, a United States Cen tennial medal,
offered by the Centennial (pommissioners,
and $100, offered by the (National Rifle
Association; second prize, Centennial
medal and $50; third prize, Centennial
medal and $25; fourth prize, Centennial
medal $20; also 10 prizes of $10 each, and
10 of $5 each. The prizes to be awarded
in the m id-ran go match are, first prize,
Centennial medal and $100; also a mar-
quee tent 23 feet by 12 feet, presented by
William Bailey of" Dublin, Ireland, sec-
ond prize, Centennial tnedul and $75;
third prize, Centennial lhodal and $50;
fourth prize, Centennial modal and $25;
fifth prize, $14. There will also bo five
prizes of $10 each, and toil of $5 each in
this match. The winner of any one of
the first four prizes, if \m should so de-
sire, will bo furnished j with pio*.» of
plate of the value of the.pri/.o.

Sanitary Effect of Shade Trees.
Tlie London Medical Exafyincr, allud-

ing to the sanitary effect of trees, says:
4 * Apart from the senso of relief and
coolness which they impart, their value
as purifiers of the atmoaphero is almost
incredible. It has been calculated that
a good-sized elm, plane or lime tree will
produce 7,000,000 leaves, having a united
area of 200,000 square feet. The influence
of such a large surface in the absorption
of deleterious gases and the exhalation of
oxygen must therefore be of immense
benefit in overcrowded and unhealthy
districts. It is now well known that the
plane and other deciduous trees of the
same family are the most suitable, as
they not only expose a large leaf surface
to the atmosphere, but by shedding their
bark annually throw off the result of
•moke, acids, and other poisonous fume?

to the oak or other t r * « of slower growth
MM) apparently more hardy nature.1'
