"Does the proclamation mean martial
law?11 he was asked.

"It amounts to the same thing. Ii
means that whoever disobeys it is a
public enemy, nud as such is to be de
siroyed."

•'Does it place you in command of
the state troops?''

"No, the president is acting in ac-
cordance with law, and under the au-
thority conferred on him by the con-
stitution. It means that all riotous
persons and alll persons who incite to
riot are enemies to the constitution
and will be tret,ted as such."

• Chief Brennai said last night with
reference to Pn sident Cleveland's ad-
vice to the people of Chicago that it
was only in lint with what the mayor
gave out a few < ays ago. "Peace must
be preserved in this city at all haz-
ards and the police will work hand in
hand with the government to bring
about this e .d Personally I ant of
the, gpjnipn tba; the police of Qhicajjo
ind i~* state militia &?e amply atuc
to handle the difficulty but as the
president seemi to think otherwise
the only thing ^e can do is to render
him hearty assistance in every way.

Vice-President Howard of the A R.
U. was aske4 what he thought of the
prebident1* proclamation. He laid:
-Oh, that will not affect law abiding
citizens at all, and we are all law
abiding citizens. The trouble is,
there are not enough non-union men
in this country to run the railroad
trains. This proclamation will not
produce enough of them for this pur-
pose and no amount of proclamations
will produce them.1' '•

PRESIDENT'S PROCLAMATION. •

WASHINGTON, July 9.— At a ; late
hour to-night President Cleveland
issued th$ following proclamation:
Proclamation* by the President of the United

Statts: j ' i
Whereas, by reason of unlawful ob-

structions, combinations and assem-
blages of persons, it has become im-
practicable in the judgment of the
president to enforce, by the ordinary
course of judicial proceeding*, the
laws of the United States within the

/state of Illinois and especially in the
city of Chicago within said state and

Whereas, for the purpose of en-
forcing the faithful execution of the
laws of the United States and pro-
tecting it* property and removing
obstructions to the United States
mails in tne state and city aforeiaid,
the president; has employed a part of
the military forces of the/United
States. i * .

Now therefore, I, Grover Cleveland,
President of the Uaited States, do
hereby adjmonish all good citizens and
all persons who may be or may come
within th 3 city and state aforesaid,
against idling, countenancing, en-
couraging, or taking any part in iuch
unlawful obstructions, combinations
and assemblages; and I hereby Wftrn
all persons eogaged in, or in any way
connected with, such unlawful ob-
structions, combinations, and assem-
blages to disperse and retire peace-
ably, to their respective abodes 6n or
before 12 o'clock noon on the 9th day
of July instant. j

Those who disregard this warning
and persist in taking part with a
riotous mob in forcibly resisting and
obstructing the execution of the laws
of the United States or interfering
with the functions of the government
or destroying or attempting to de-
stroy the property belonging to the
United States or under its protection,
cannot be regarded otherwise than as
public enemies. ;

Troops employed against such a
riotous mob will act with al. the
moderation and forbearance coi sist-
ent with the accomplishment o the
desired end; but the stern neces$ities
hat confront them will not with cer-

tainty permit discrimination between
guilty participants and those who
are mingled with them from curiosity

without criminal intent. The
ouly safe course, therefore, for tjhose
not*actually unlawfully participating
is to abide at their homes, or at least
not to be found in the neighborhood
of riotous assemblages. While there
will be no hesitation or vacillation in
the decisive treatment of the guilty,
this warning i* especially intended
to protect and save the innocent.

In testimony whereof I have nere-
unto set my hand and caused the seal
cf the United States to be hereto
affixed.

Done at the city of Washington this
eighth day of July in the year of our
Lord one thousand eight hundred! and

edto«Gen. Miles by Secretary La*
mont, who telegraphed as follows:

In view of the provisions of statute
and for the purpose o! giving ample
warning to all innocent and well dis-
posed persons, the president has
deemed it best to issue the accom-
panying proclamation to-night. This
does not change the scope of your au-
thority and duties nor your relations
to the local authorities. You will
please make this known to Mayor
Hopkins.

8TRIKERS DIDN'T APPEAR.

CHICAGO, July 8.—Vice-President
Wickes, in accordance with his pro-
mise to Vice-President Lawrence of
the Sate deposit company, appeared
at his office in the Pullman building
at noon to-day ready to talk over the
situation with a committee of ex-Pull-
man employes. No committee called
on him, however, apd after waiting
an hour and a half, he closed his
office and went home.

TIE-UP AT BUFFALO ORDERED.

BUFFALO, July 8.—Buffalo has been
ordered tied up. James Millican,
president of the looal branch of the
A. R. U.» received a dispatch to-night
from President Debs directing him to
withdraw th$ members of the order
from service jat once and cautioning
him.to prevent any resort to violence.
It is learned from inside sources that
tie intention of the local A. R. U.offi-
cials is to call out their men at mid-
night on Monday. Whether the men
will obey this mandate or not depends
upon the tread of events at Chicago
and other points to-morrow. The
amount of support the organization
receives from the other unions will
also have considerable bearing upon
their action.

The Central labor union this after-
ternoon adopted resolutions endorsing
the object of the A. R. U. strike, cal-
ling upon all trades unions to give
moral and financial support, and con-
demning the invasion of the state of
Illinois by federal troops as a viola-
tion of the constitution.

MOVING PROVISIONS.

CHICAGO, July 9.—At 3 a. m., to*
day 100 meat wagons belonging to
the largest packers in the stock yards
left for the down town district loaded
with supplies for the branch markets
from which the bulk of the retail
trade of the city .is supplied. All
regular drivers had struck or been
driven from their work by threats of
strikers. Last night the entire office
force turned out and volunteered to
drive, load the wagons or make them-
selves useful in any way possible.
Every man on the wagons was well
armed and armed guards rode on
horseback forward along the line of
march. The procession started at
3 a. m. Ail the early part of the
night was spent in loading the wagons
and arranging the start. Superin-
tendent Coudins of Swift & Co., led
the march. It is expected that all
the principal markets down town can
be kept well supplied with stock in
this way.

DEBS TO CLEVELAND.

CHICAOO, July 7.
The Hon. Grov. Cleveland,president of the United

States, Executive Mansion, Washington, D
DEAR SIB:—Thro1 a long period of

depression, enforced idleness and low
wages, resulting in widespread pov-
ty and in many oases actual starva-
tion, the working people have been
patient and law abiding; and not un-
til the iron hefel of corporate tyranny

| was applied with the intention to sub-

jugate the working people to the will
of arrogaut monopolies did they make
any effort to stay their oppressors.

By your action, in so !a(r as you
have supplanted state authorities
with the federal military power, the
spirit of unrest and distrust has so
far been augmented that a deep seat,
ed conviction is fast becoming preva-
lent that this government is soon to
be declared a militaay despotism.

The transmission of United States
mails is not interrupted by the strik-
ing employes of any railway company,
but by the railway companies them-
selves, who refuse to haul the mail
on trains to which Pullman cars, are
not attached.

We look upon the far-fetched deci-
sion of Attorney-General Olney, the
sweeping un-American injunction
against railway employes, and the
movements of the regular army, as
employing the powers of the general
government for the support and pro-
tection of the railway corporations in
their determination to degrade and
oppress their employes.

The present railway strike was pre-
cipitated by the desiro of the rail-
way corporations to destroy the or-
ganizations of their employes and
make the working people more sub-
servient to the will of their employers;
and *as ail students of government
agree that free institutions depend
for their perpetuity upon the free-
dom and prosperity of the oommon
people, it would seem more m conso-
nance with, the spirit of democratic
government if federal authority was
exercised in defense of the rights of
the toiling masses to free liberty and
the pursuit of happiness. But on the
contrary there is not an instance o.n
record where in any conflict between
the corporations and the people the
strong arm of the military power has
been employed to protect the work-
ing people and the Industrial masses
from the ravages and persecution of
corporate greed. Bat the measure
of character has been the line of de-
claring the corporations always good
and in the right and the working peo-
ple and the industrial masses from
the ravages and persecution of'cor-
parate greed. :

Now, sir, we pledge to you the
power of out respective organizations,
individually and collectively, for the
maintenance of peace and good order
and the preservation of life and pro-
perty, and will aid in the arrest and
punishment of all violators of the civ-
il and criminal laws of state or na-
tion. In the present contest between
labor sjxd railway corporations we
shall use every peaoeable and honor-
able means at our command, consist-
ent with the law and our constitution-
al rights, to secure for the working
people just compensation for labor
and respectable consideration, in ac-
cordance with the inherent rights of
all men and the spirit of republican
government. In doing so we appeal
to all the liberty loving people of the
nation to aid and support as in this
most just and righteous cause.
